o Remember that young people participate for pleasure and winning is only part of the fun. 
o Never ridicule or yell at a young player for making a mistake. 
o Be reasonable in your demands on playersô time, energy and enthusiasm. 
o Operate within the rules and Spirit of Cricket and teach your players to do the same. 
o Ensure that the time players spend with you is a positive experience. 
o Avoid overplaying the talented players; all young players need and deserve equal time, 

attention and opportunities. 
o Ensure that equipment and facilities meet safety standards and are appropriate to the 

age and ability of all players. 
o Display control and respect to all those involved in cricket.  This includes opponents, 

coaches, umpires, administrators, parents and spectators.  Encourage your players to do 
the same. 

o Show concern and caution toward sick and injured players.  Follow the advice of a 
physician when determining whether an injured player is ready to recommence training 
or competition. 

o Obtain appropriate qualifications and keep up to date with the latest cricket coaching 
practices and principles of growth and development of young people. 

o Any physical contact with a young person should be appropriate to the situation and 
necessary for the playersô skill development. 

o Respect the rights, dignity and worth of every young person regardless of their gender, 
ability, cultural background or religion.

34.1 one delegate from each of the Clubs of the Association to be appointed annually by 
such Clubs; 

34.2 one delegate to be appointed annually by the Board of Management; 

34.3 one delegate to be appointed annually by the Senior Country Delegates Committee to 
represent Country Cricket and to co-ordinate regular country meetings and prepare 
reports for the Cricket Committee; 

34.4 one delegate to be appointed annually by the South Australian Cricket Umpiresô 
Association; and 

34.5 one delegate to be appointed annually by the Cricket Union of South Australia Inc.

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SECTION A - ADMINISTRATION 

A1.  Cricket Committee 

A1.1  The Cricket Committee shall be constituted as per the Rules of the South Australian Cricket 
Association Inc (refer previous page).  In addition, the Flinders University Womenôs Cricket 
Club shall be entitled to receive notice of all Cricket Committee meetings in accordance with 
clause 48.2 of the SACA Constitution and shall be entitled to have one representative attend 
such meetings of the Cricket Committee, but that right of attendance does not include a right 
to vote. 

Note: The Flinders University Womenôs Cricket Club is not a ómember bodyô of the Cricket 
Committee and the representative is not a delegate for the purposes of Section A of the 
SACA bylaws.     

 
A1.2  The Committee shall hold an Annual General Meeting (AGM) in September each year.  At 

this meeting, elections shall be held (if necessary) for the positions of Chairman and Deputy 
Chairman and to fill positions on sub-committees.  

(a) The Chairman 

(i) The Chairman of the Cricket Committee shall be elected for a two-year term. The 
position shall be filled by election at the A.G.M. unless the incumbent was 
elected, or took office, at the previous A.G.M. 

(ii) If an extraordinary vacancy in the position of Chairman exists, or occurs, at an 
A.G.M., the position shall be filled as above. 

(iii) If a vacancy in the position of Chairman occurs at any other time, an election to fill 
the position shall be held at the meeting of the Cricket Committee, and the person 
elected shall hold office until the next A.G.M. of the Committee, at which time an 
election for a two-year term shall be held as above. 

(b) The Deputy Chairman 

(i) A Deputy Chairman shall be elected at each AGM and will act as Chairman in the 
absence of the Chairman. 

(ii) If an extraordinary vacancy in the position of Deputy Chairman occurs at any 
time, an election to fill the position for the balance of the term shall be held at the 
next meeting of the Cricket Committee. 

A1.3  The Committee shall meet monthly or as the Committee may otherwise determine. The 
Chairman shall have the right to call an extra-ordinary meeting at any time he/she considers 
it required, and in addition shall call such a meeting on the written request of at least three 
delegates.  At least 24 hours' notice of such meeting shall be given to all members of the 
Committee, except in the case of a meeting called for the purpose of considering an 
alteration or addition to the Bylaws or to the Heat Policy referred to in Bylaw A15, in which 
case at least three clear days' notice shall be given to all members of the Committee.  A 
notice of such meeting may be given in writing or electronically.  

A1.4  At all meetings of the Cricket Committee, a quorum of ten shall be necessary. 

A1.5  The Chairman (or Acting Chairman) shall have a casting as well as a deliberative vote. 

A1.6  The Cricket Committee shall have the power to take any action deemed appropriate against 
a Club or player breaking any Law of Cricket or any Bylaw of the SACA 

A1.7  Subject to the Bylaws and Rules of the Association, the Cricket Committee shall have the 
power to inquire into and adjudicate upon all questions and disputes arising out of the 
Association matches and Competitions.  If a matter is not provided for in the Bylaws, the 
Committee may make any determination it sees fit and its decision shall be final. 

A1.8  Any Club refusing or neglecting to abide by a decision of the Committee may be excluded 
from competing in Association matches for such time as the Cricket Committee may 
determine, or shall pay such sum by way of fine as the Cricket Committee may determine, 
and in default of such payment shall not be allowed to compete in Association matches.

A2.  Meeting Attendance and Proxy Delegates  

A2.1  Each body represented on the Cricket Committee shall have the right to appoint a proxy 
delegate to the Cricket Committee. The name of such proxy delegate must be forwarded to 
the Grade Cricket Coordinator before his/her attendance at any meeting. Proxy delegates 
are not entitled to act as a proxy on Sub-Committees. 

A2.2  Each body represented on the Cricket Committee (other than the Senior Country Delegates 
representative) is required to be represented at the AGM and at each monthly meeting of the 
Cricket Committee.  At least 14 days' notice of the AGM and of each monthly meeting of the 
Cricket Committee shall be given to all members of the Committee, except in the case of a 
meeting called for the purpose of considering an alteration or addition to the Bylaws or to the 
Heat Policy referred to in Bylaw A15, of which at least three clear days' notice shall be given.  
Notice of the AGM and of each monthly meeting of the Cricket Committee may be given in 
writing or electronically.  

Should any body not be so represented, the following penalties shall apply:  

(a) First meeting missed during 12-month period commencing at each AGM: Fine of 
$100.00. 

(b) Second meeting missed: Fine of $250.00. 

(c) Third meeting missed: Fine of $500.00. 

The fine is payable on or before the date of the next meeting, unless waived or varied by the 
Cricket Committee at that meeting, on the ground that the absence was due to unforeseen 
and exceptional circumstances. 

If a member body is not represented at 3 meetings during the 12 month period commencing 
with an A.G.M., the Cricket Committee will determine action to be taken, which may include 
a further fine, suspension from the Cricket Committee, or suspension from the Competition.  

If a nominated delegate misses three meetings during the 12 month period without leave 
from the Committee, the delegate will automatically lose SACA membership privileges for 
the remainder of that year, unless this is waived by the Cricket Committee on the grounds 
above. Refer to Rule 47 of the SACA Constitution regarding Committee members who are 
absent from 3 consecutive Committee meetings without leave from the Committee. 

A3.  Sub-Committees 

A3.1  The Cricket Committee may elect such Sub-Committees as it may from time to time 
determine, with or without powers to act. Except where otherwise provided, members of 
Sub-Committees may be: 

(a) Delegates to the Cricket Committee; 

(b) Proxy-delegates to the Cricket Committee; 

(c) any person who holds an elected position on the Management Committee of any of 
the constituent bodies of the Cricket Committee (Bylaw A1.1) 

The General Manager Cricket, Grade Cricket Coordinator or delegate shall normally attend 
all Sub-Committee meetings. 

A3.2  The Cricket Committee shall designate the Chairman of each Sub-Committee, who shall be 
a full or proxy delegate of the Cricket Committee.  The Commissioner and Grounds Tribunal 
are not Sub-Committees, and their respective Chairmen are not required to be delegates to 
the Cricket Committee. 

A3.3  The Cricket Committee may also co-opt any other person to a Sub-Committee, and, unless 
otherwise provided in these Bylaws, or prohibited by the Cricket Committee, any Sub-
Committee may also co-opt other persons to assist the Sub-Committee. Co-opted members 
shall not have a vote on the Sub-Committee, and shall not be counted in determining the 
quorum. 

A3.4  Unless otherwise stated, the quorum at any Sub-Committee meeting shall be one half of the 
number of voting members of the Sub-Committee plus one (rounded down). 

A3.5  The Chairman of each Sub-Committee shall have a casting as well as a deliberative vote. 
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A4.  Executive Cricket Committee 

A4.1  The Executive Cricket Committee shall consist of:- 

(a) ex officio, the Chairman and Deputy Chairman of the Cricket Committee for the 
time being (who shall also act as Chairman and Deputy Chairman respectively of 
the Executive Cricket Committee); 

(b) three members elected by the Cricket Committee from among its delegates and 
proxy delegates in accordance with the provisions of Bylaw A4.2, provided always 
that not more than two proxy delegates may be so elected; 

(c) one member of the Board of Management appointed annually in September by the 
Board; and 

(d) one member of the Womenôs Executive Committee elected annually and to take 
office at the AGM of the Cricket Committee. 

In the event of a casual vacancy occurring during the term of office of any member of the 
Executive Cricket Committee elected under paragraphs (b) or  (d) of this Bylaw or appointed 
under paragraph (c) of this Bylaw, the person elected or appointed to fill that vacancy shall 
be elected or appointed (as the case may be) by the body charged with the election or 
appointment of his/her predecessor, and shall hold office during the remainder of the term 
for which his/her predecessor was elected or appointed. 

A4.2  The three members of the Executive Cricket Committee elected pursuant to Bylaw A4.1(b) 
shall be elected and hold office in accordance with the following rules:- 

(a) At the AGM of the Cricket Committee to be held in September 2006, one such 
member shall be elected for a term of three years, one such member shall be 
elected for a term of two years, and the remaining such member shall be elected for 
a term of one year.  The question of which of those members will serve the term of 
three years, which shall serve the term of two years, and which shall serve the term 
of one year shall be determined, after the results of the election at that AGM of the 
Cricket Committee have been declared, by agreement between those three such 
members or, failing such agreement, by lot. 

(b) At the AGM of the Cricket Committee to be held in September 2007, the member, 
who was elected in September 2006 for a term of one year, shall retire, but shall be 
eligible for re-election.  The member so elected or re-elected to fill that position shall 
hold office for a term of three years. 

(c) At the AGM of the Cricket Committee to be held in September 2008, the member, 
who was elected in September 2006 for a term of two years, shall retire, but shall be 
eligible for re-election.  The member so elected or re-elected to fill that position shall 
hold office for a term of three years. 

(d) At the AGM of the Cricket Committee to be held in September 2009, the member, 
who was elected in September 2006 for a term of three years, shall retire, but shall 
be eligible for re-election. The member so elected or re-elected to fill that position 
shall hold office for a term of three years. 

(e) At the AGM of the Cricket Committee to be held in September 2010, and at each 
AGM of the Cricket Committee to be held thereafter, the member who has held 
office for the longest continuous period since the date of his/her election or last re-
election (whichever is the later) shall retire, but shall be eligible for re-election.  The 
person elected or re-elected to fill that position shall hold office for a term of three 
years. 

A4.3  The Executive Cricket Committee shall assume a strategic direction and policy setting 
function for Grade Cricket that is in the best interests of Grade cricket and cricket within 
South Australia generally.  The Committee shall act within the SACA Constitution and these 
Bylaws, and shall not assume powers expressly delegated within the Bylaws to other 
Committees.  

A4.4  As a sub-committee of the Cricket Committee, the Executive Cricket Committee is 
responsible to the Cricket Committee, and its findings and recommendations shall be placed 
before the Cricket Committee for approval or otherwise.  The Executive Cricket Committee 
shall report on its meetings to the Cricket Committee and SACA Board of Management.  
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A4.5  The Executive Cricket Committee shall also discharge the functions of the Cricket 
Committee in respect to matters of genuine urgency which arise between meetings of the 
Cricket Committee, when it is deemed by the Chairman of the Cricket Committee to be 
unjustified or impractical to call a special meeting of the Cricket Committee. While the 
Executive Cricket Committee may, in emergency, apply interpretations to the Bylaws (after 
consideration by the Bylaws Committee under Bylaw A8), it shall have no power to amend or 
contravene existing Bylaws. 

A4.6  The Executive Cricket Committee may make recommendations to the Cricket Committee on 
any matter to be placed before the Cricket Committee, but such recommendations are not in 
any way binding upon the Cricket Committee. 

A5.  High Performance Committee  

The Cricket Committee shall elect that number of members of the High Performance 
Committee to which it is entitled, such members to hold office for twelve months at the will of 
the Cricket Committee. 

A6.  Umpires Liaison Committee and Appointment Panel 

A6.1  Umpires Liaison Committee 

(a) There shall be an Umpires Liaison Committee appointed by the Cricket Committee 
and the S.A. Cricket Umpires Association. The Committee shall comprise a 
Chairman and two further members, all elected by the Cricket Committee, and three 
representatives appointed by the S.A. Cricket Umpiresô Association (SACUA). 

(b) The quorum at any meeting of the Umpires Liaison Committee shall be four. 

(c) The functions of the Committee shall be to assist in the development and 
maintenance of a sound relationship and effective liaison between the SACA and 
the SACUA in order to optimise the standard of umpiring and the number of 
umpires. 

A6.2  Umpires Appointment Panel 

(a) There shall be an Umpires Appointment Panel, which shall comprise a Chairman 
(who shall be a delegate or proxy delegate of the Cricket Committee), and two 
further members, at least one of whom shall have an umpiring background and be 
nominated by the S.A.C.U.A. 

(b) The Umpiresô Liaison Committee, sitting with the Chairman of the Cricket 
Committee as Chairman for such meeting, shall appoint members of the Umpiresô 
Appointment Panel. 

(c) The Umpiresô Appointment Panel shall be responsible for the appointment of 
umpires to all matches played under the jurisdiction of the SACA, and all 
representative matches in which the SACA is required to make appointments. The 
Panel shall also be responsible for nominating umpires to Cricket Australia for 
inclusion on the National Panel of Umpires, and for the selection of any umpire 
required in any representative competitions. The Panel may delegate this 
responsibility to the Grade Cricket Coordinator for minor competitions (e.g. Country 
Carnival, U/17 Competition). 

(d) Meetings of the Umpiresô Appointment Panel shall be assisted by the Grade Cricket 
Coordinator or delegate, and, at the Panelôs discretion, the Umpiresô Director and/or 
any other Umpiresô Coaching related officials. 

(e) The Umpiresô Appointment Panel shall be subject to direction and policies 
established by the Liaison Committee and/or the Cricket Committee. 

A7.  Permit Committee 

A7.1  A Permit Committee shall be appointed, comprising a Chairman and not less than two 
further members, all elected by the Cricket Committee. 

A7.2  The Permit Committee shall have power to decide upon the residential and other 
qualifications of players, to grant permits to play, and to approve the passing of players from 
one Grade to the other as required under these Bylaws. 

 



SECTION A- ADMINISTRATION

A7.3  The Permit Committee shall report to the Cricket Committee all cases with which it has dealt, 
and its decision (other than decisions under Bylaw SECTION L (Qualification for Major 
Round Matches) and SECTION E ï Replacement of Players) shall be subject to review by 
the Cricket Committee. If a permit is refused to any player (other than under Bylaw M1 and 
SECTION E), he/she may appeal to the Cricket Committee. The decision of the Cricket 
Committee shall be final. 

A8.  Bylaws Committee  

A Bylaws Committee shall be appointed, comprising a Chairman and not less than two 
further members, all elected by the Cricket Committee. The Bylaws Committee shall review 
and recommend changes to the Bylaws as appropriate.  All matters involving interpretation 
of the Bylaws shall be referred to the Bylaws Committee for consideration and report. 

A9.  Programme Committee 

A Programme Committee shall be appointed, comprising a Chairman and not less than two 
further members all elected by the Cricket Committee. The Programme Committee shall 
arrange the Programmes of Matches to be played under these Bylaws (Bylaw F5), including 
Major Round Matches. 

A10.  Game Development Committee 

A10.1  A Game Development Committee shall be appointed comprising: 

(a) The Chairman of the Cricket Committee, or his/her nominee, who will act as 
Chairman, 

(b) the SACA representative to the Cricket Australia Game Development Committee, 
who will act as Deputy Chairman, 

(c) a delegate elected by the Cricket Union of South Australia (C.U.S.A.), representing 
community cricket, 

(d) a delegate elected by the Womenôs Executive Committee, who represents South 
Australia on the Womenôs Advisory Group to Cricket Australia. 

(e) a delegate elected by the Senior Country Committee, representing country cricket, 

(f) a delegate appointed to represent indigenous communities (metropolitan, rural and 
remote) 

(g) a delegate who is an officer appointed by SASSA, SAPSASA and ISSA, 
representing Schools Cricket, 

(h) other delegates representing other groups, as approved by the Cricket Committee. 

A10.2  The Game Development Committee will be supported by the Game Development Manager, 
who will attend all meetings and act as minute secretary. 

A10.3  The Game Development Committee shall set policy and direction for game development in 
the area of community cricket.  The Committee is responsible to, and will report to, the 
Cricket Committee, and also takes direction from the Cricket Australia Game Development 
Committee. 

A11.  Country Cricket Committee Structure 

A Country Cricket committee structure shall be established and maintained, comprising a 
Senior Country Delegates Committee and a Junior Country Delegates Committee, supported 
by a Country Cricket Executive.  

A11.1  Senior Country Delegates Committee 

(a) A Senior Country Delegates Committee shall be appointed comprising  

(i) a delegate elected annually by each of the senior country zone councils (as 
recognised by the SACA and promulgated by the General Manager, Cricket), 
such delegates to take office on September 1st in each year, and  

(ii) 2 delegates elected by the SACA Cricket Committee at its AGM in September 
each year, in accordance with Bylaw A3.1 

(iii) 1 delegate elected by the Junior Country Delegates Committee to take office, in a 
non-voting capacity, following the AGM of the SACA Cricket Committee each year 
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(b) The Committee shall elect annually, at the first meeting of the Committee following 
the AGM of the SACA Cricket Committee, a Chairman and Deputy Chairman from 
among its ranks.  The Chairman (or Acting Chairman) will have a deliberative and 
casting vote.  

(c) The Committee will be supported by appropriate SACA staff (as determined by the 
General Manager Cricket), and such staff may attend meetings at the option of the 
Committee. 

(d) The Committee may at its option elect a Treasurer from within its own ranks to 
perform duties and with appropriate responsibilities as decided by the Committee.   
The term of office will be up to 1 year, expiring on September 1st each year. 

(e) The Committee has responsibility for setting the direction for Country Cricket in 
South Australia including the development, implementation and review of a Country 
Cricket strategic plan in partnership with the SACA, and will act as a major 
information link to all associations within country South Australia. 

(f) The Committee shall elect the following representatives annually from among its 
members: 

(i) a delegate, and proxy delegate, to the SACA Cricket Committee, to take office at 
the AGM of the Cricket Committee in September; 

(ii) a delegate, and proxy delegate, to the Country Executive Committee, to take 
office following the AGM of the SACA Cricket Committee. 

In the event of an extraordinary vacancy in any of these positions, the vacancy shall be 
filled at the next meeting of the Committee. 

(g) The Committee will meet at least twice per year, with not more than 7 months 
between meetings.  

A11.2  Junior Country Delegates Committee 

(a) A Junior Country Delegates Committee shall be appointed comprising a delegate 
elected annually by each of the junior country zone councils (as recognised by the 
SACA and promulgated by the General Manager, Cricket), such delegates to take 
office September 1st each year. 

(b) The Committee shall elect annually, at the first meeting of the Committee following 
the AGM of the SACA Cricket Committee, a Chairman and Deputy Chairman from 
among its ranks.  The Chairman (or Acting Chairman) will have a deliberative and 
casting vote. 

(c) The Committee will be supported by appropriate SACA staff (as determined by the 
General Manager, Cricket), and such staff may attend meetings at the option of the 
Committee. 

(d) The Committee shall elect annually from among its members a delegate, and proxy 
delegate, to the Country Executive Committee, to take office following the AGM of 
the SACA Cricket Committee. 

In the event of an extraordinary vacancy in any of these positions, the vacancy shall 
be filled at the next meeting of the Committee. 

(e) The Committee shall elect annually from among its members a delegate, and proxy 
delegate, to the Senior Country Delegates Committee, to take office in a non-voting 
capacity, following the AGM of the SACA Cricket Committee. 

 In the event of an extraordinary vacancy in any of these positions, the vacancy shall 
be filled at the next meeting of the Committee. 

(f) The Committee will work with stakeholders to assist in setting the direction for 
Cricket including the development, implementation and review of a Country Cricket 
strategic plan, in partnership with the Country Cricket Executive and SACA.   It will 
also oversee the: 

(i) Selection of Underage Championship teams such as U14ôs, Bank SA U16 
Country Cup 

(ii) Provide nominations for BankSA Shield Country teams, Outback Flyers, and state 
representative team selections  
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The Committee will act as a major information link to all associations within country 
South Australia. 

(g) The Committee will meet at least twice per year, with not more than 7 months 
between meetings.   

A11.3  Country Cricket Executive  

(a) The Country Cricket Executive shall comprise one delegate elected by each of the 
Senior and Junior Country Delegates Committees, and one delegate elected by the 
SACA Cricket Committee.  All delegates will be elected as outlined in the respective 
Bylaws for the Committees they represent, and will take office following the AGM of 
the SACA Cricket Committee. 

(b) The Executive shall elect annually, at its first meeting following the AGM of the 
SACA Cricket Committee, a Chairman and Deputy Chairman from within its own 
ranks.  

(c) The Executive may co-opt up to two further persons, who may be any individuals 
the Executive agrees will be of assistance to the Executive.  These co-opted 
members shall not have a vote on Executive decisions. 

(d) The Executive will be supported by appropriate SACA staff (as determined by the 
General Manager, Cricket), and such staff may attend meetings at the option of the 
Executive. 

(e) Except where expressly granted authority within this Bylaw A11 or by either of the 
Senior or Junior Country Delegates Committees, the Executive is an advisory body 
to the Senior and Junior Country Delegates Committee (as relevant).  The Executive 
will work closely with stakeholders to assist in setting the direction for Country 
Cricket in South Australia including the development, implementation and review of 
a Country Cricket strategic plan in partnership with the SACA.   

(f) The Executive will oversee the running of the Bank SA Country Carnival, the 
selection of the South Australian Country team (Outbacks) to compete in the 
National Championships, and the running of the National Championships when they 
are held in South Australia. 

(g) The Executive shall elect, from within its own ranks, a delegate to the SACA Game 
Development Committee and a delegate to the National Country Committee. 

(h) The processes for the election of the delegates to the Country Delegates 
Committees shall be democratic and made by a properly and formally constituted 
zone council.  The Country Cricket Executive shall have responsibility for ensuring 
each zone fulfils these requirements, and may suspend a zone council from 
representation on a Committee if it is not satisfied the requirements have been met. 

(i) The Executive shall review funding applications to the SACA from senior or junior 
zone councils to ensure they fall within the priorities and allocations of the Executive 
and Delegates Councils. 

A11.4  Regional Zone Councils 

(a) Each of the Senior and Junior zones should have in place a Senior or Junior zone 
council comprising a delegate elected from each of the Associations within their 
zone.  

(b) Each zone council shall elect, annually, from among its members, a Chairman and 
a delegate to the Senior and/or Junior Country Delegates Committee (as 
appropriate).  This delegate will also attend any SACA meetings or functions and 
should be reviewed annually.  Councils may also elect a proxy delegate. 

The processes for the election of the delegates to the Country Delegates 
Committees shall be democratic and made by a properly and formally constituted 
zone council.  The Country Cricket Executive shall have responsibility for ensuring 
each zone fulfils these requirements, and may suspend a zone council from 
representation on the Senior or Junior Country Delegates Committee, as 
appropriate, if it is not satisfied the requirements have been met. 

(c) The councils will work with stakeholders in their zone to assist in setting the 
direction for Cricket within their zone including the development, implementation and 
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review of a Country Cricket strategic plan, in partnership with the Country Cricket 
Executive and SACA. 

(d) Funding applications from each senior or junior zone to the SACA shall be 
overseen by that regionôs zone council, and shall be submitted through the Country 
Cricket Executive. 

A12.  Commissioner 

A12.1  The Cricket Committee shall appoint a Commissioner, and two Deputy Commissioners, 
either of whom may sit in substitution for the Commissioner on any occasion. The duty of the 
Commissioner shall be to exercise the powers of the Cricket Committee relating to the 
hearing and determination of charges against players and officials under SECTION A  and 
SECTION B of these Bylaws, and to determine such other matters as are referred to him/her 
under the Bylaws and Laws. 

A12.2  The Commissioner shall be subject to broad direction from the Cricket Committee, but shall 
act independently in regard to any specific charge. 

A13.  Grounds Tribunal  

A13.1  There shall be a Grounds Tribunal comprising the Commissioner as Chairman and two 
further members independent of any Club, plus one proxy, also independent of any Club.  If 
the Grounds Tribunal is required to conduct any of its duties in the absence of the Chairman, 
one of the Deputy Commissioners shall act as Chairman in his/her place, and in the absence 
of one of the other members, the proxy shall take that personôs place. 

A13.2  The Grounds Tribunal shall exercise the powers of the Cricket Committee relating to the 
hearing and determination of any reports or protests in relation to pitch and ground 
conditions, or breach of the regulations regarding covers. 

A13.3  The Tribunal shall be subject to broad direction from the Cricket Committee, but shall act 
independently in regard to any specific matter. The determination of the Tribunal shall be 
subject to appeal to the full Cricket Committee only if the Chairman and Deputy Chairman of 
the Cricket Committee agree to such appeal being heard (taking into account, inter alia, the 
importance, urgency and practicality of the matter being referred to the Cricket Committee).  
Any such appeal must be lodged within 48 hours of the finding of the Tribunal being 
announced. 

A14.  Unofficial Matches and Tours 

No Club or member of such Club shall negotiate for or arrange to take part in any cricket 
match within or without the State of South Australia other than in a competition arranged or 
recognised by the S.A. Cricket Association or by any association affiliated with or recognised 
by the S.A. Cricket Association without first obtaining the consent of the Cricket Committee 
or such association, provided always that the Cricket Committee of the S.A. Cricket 
Association may, from time to time, name a match or matches or class of matches in which 
players may participate without such consent. 

Any member of a Club who contravenes this Bylaw shall be deemed for the purposes of 
Bylaw D1.2 to possess neither the necessary qualifications nor a permit to play for any team 
of that Club. 

A15.  Heat Policy 

The Cricket Committee shall approve a heat policy to apply in the Competitions under these 
Bylaws.  This heat policy shall include guidelines for the conduct and preparation of players 
during hot conditions.  Clubs shall provide to all players such details of this policy as the 
policy itself shall direct. 

Guidelines shall also be approved covering the abandonment (under Bylaw G19) of matches 
in extreme heat conditions; these guidelines may differ between Grades. 

The Heat Policy (without Attachments) is reproduced at the end of these Bylaws. 

A16.  Forms 

The Cricket Committee may from time to time prescribe the form and content of forms 
(including, but not limited to, teamsheets, match scoring returns and captainsô or managersô 
reports on umpires) to be used for the purposes of these Bylaws. 
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A17.  Provision of Specified Required Information 

A17.1  From time to time the Cricket Committee or Executive Cricket Committee will seek 
information from member bodies of the Cricket Committee.  Examples of such requests are 
opinions on óPennant v Districtô, or other potential major amendments to playing conditions.  

The Grade Cricket Coordinator or General Manager Cricket will also need to seek responses 
of a similar nature from time to time, for example information required from Clubs for the 
acquittal process for the Cricket Australia Club Funding Grant.    

A17.2  In certain of these communications, nominated member bodies of the Cricket Committee are 
required to respond by specific deadlines.  Such information will be sought via a formal 
request, and may be a questionnaire, survey or other format.  The request will be identified 
as a óformalô request for information, will state which member bodies must respond, and will 
state that failure to provide the requested response by the specified time will result in the 
procedures and penalties hereunder being invoked.   

A17.3  Should a member body not comply with a formal request for information by the date 
specified, the following process will apply: 

(a) In the first instance within a 12 month period commencing at an AGM. 

(i) a ówarning letterô will be issued, and the request for information repeated (if still 
relevant), specifying a further 7 days for its provision. 

(ii) If after 7 days from dispatch of the warning/request letter the information is still 
outstanding, a fine of $100.00 is payable, another warning letter issued, and the 
request for information repeated (if still relevant), specifying a further 7 days for its 
provision. 

(iii) If after 7 days from despatch of the warning letter the information is still 
outstanding, an additional fine of $400.00 is payable, a final warning letter issued, 
and the request for information repeated (if still relevant), specifying a further 7 
days for its provision.  

(iv) If the information is not provided upon the expiration of the final 7 days, the matter 
is referred to the Cricket Committee, which will determine action to be taken; this 
may include a further fine, suspension from the Cricket Committee, or suspension 
from all or any part of the Competition.  

(b) In the second instance within the same 12 month period referred to in (a) above, a 
fine of $100.00 is payable, a ówarning letterô will be issued, and the request for 
information repeated (if still relevant), specifying a further 7 days for its provision.  
Steps (a)(iii) and (a)(iv) shall then be applied. 

(c) In the third and subsequent instances within the same 12 month period referred to 
in (a) above, the provisions of (b) shall be applied, except that the first and second 
fines shall be $500.00 and $1000.00 respectively. 

(d) If any of the steps in (a), (b) or (c) do not eventuate due to the information sought 
then being too late to be of value, the failure to respond shall still be considered an 
instance of non-compliance provided the first warning/request letter, and/or 
notification of fine, was issued. 

A18.  Disputes and Complaints 

A18.1  Any Club desiring the Association to adjudicate in any dispute or complaint which may arise 
in connection with any match shall forward to the General Manager Cricket, within five days 
after such dispute or complaint arising, a clear statement in writing of the matter in dispute or 
complaint signed by the Secretary, in the case of a Grade Club, or by a responsible officer in 
the case of other than a Grade Club. 

A18.2  Where the dispute or complaint involves the interpretation or application of a Bylaw or Law of 
Cricket, it shall be referred to the Bylaws Committee (as per Bylaw A8) for recommendation. 
The matter (together with the Bylaws Committeeôs recommendation, where the matter was 
referred to that Committee) shall then be referred to the Cricket Committee whose decision 
shall be final. In emergency situations where, in the opinion of the Chairman of the Cricket 
Committee, it is impossible (or unreasonable, given the importance of the matter) to call a 
meeting of the Cricket Committee within the time required for a decision on the matter, the  
Chairman of the Cricket Committee (or the Deputy Chairman if the Chairmanôs Club is 
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involved), the General Manager Cricket and Grade Cricket Coordinator may deal with the 
matter (after the Bylaws Committee has dealt with it where required). 

A19.  Alteration of Bylaws 

No alteration or addition shall be made to these Bylaws, nor to the heat policy referred to in Bylaw 
A15, except at a meeting of the Cricket Committee called for the purpose, of which meeting at least 
three clear daysô notice has been given.  Notice of the meeting shall be given in writing or 

electronically. 

A20.  Womenôs Executive Committee 

A20.1  The Womenôs Executive Committee shall consist of:- 

(a) Six members elected by the Cricket Committee from nominations received from 
member bodies. Nominated persons need not hold an elected position on the 
Management Committee of the constituent bodies of the Cricket Committee (Bylaw 
A3.1 (c)) but shall have a significant background in womenôs cricket. 

(b) The Committee shall elect annually, at the first meeting of the Committee following 
the AGM of the SACA Cricket Committee, a Chairperson and Deputy Chairperson 
from among its ranks. The Chairperson (or acting Chairperson) will have a casting 
as well as a deliberative vote.  

(c) The Committee will be supported by appropriate SACA staff (as determined by the 
General Manager Cricket), and such staff will attend meetings of the Committee.  

(d) The Committee shall elect the following representatives annually from among its 
members:-  

(i) a delegate, and proxy delegate, to the Executive Cricket Committee, to 
take office following the AGM of the SACA Cricket Committee in September; 

(ii) a delegate, and proxy delegate, to the Game Development Committee, to 
take office following the AGM of the SACA Cricket Committee in September, 

(iii) two delegates to the Womenôs High Performance Committee. The 
Womenôs Executive Cricket Committee may co-opt a further person, who may be 
an individual whom the Womenôs Executive Committee agrees will be of 
assistance to the Womenôs High Performance Committee. The co-opted member, 
if any, shall be entitled to a vote on Womenôs High Performance Committee 
recommendations. 

(iv) a delegate, and proxy delegate, to Cricket Australiaôs Womenôs Cricket 
Reference Group, to take office following the AGM of the SACA Cricket 
Committee in September. 

In the event of a vacancy occurring during the term of the committee, the relevant 
appointing body shall elect a replacement to hold office for the remainder of the term. 

A20.2  The Committee shall meet monthly or as the Committee may otherwise determine.    

A20.3  The Womenôs Executive Committee shall assume a strategic direction and policy setting 
function for womenôs cricket that is in the best interests of womenôs cricket within South 
Australia.  The Committee shall act within the SACA Constitution and these Bylaws, and 
shall not assume powers expressly delegated within the Bylaws to other Committees.  

A20.4  The Womenôs High Performance Committee shall set strategic direction for the SACA High 
Performance area and approve policy that is in the best interest of elite womenôs cricket in 
South Australia. The relevant SACA Cricket Department staff shall implement the policies 
and guidelines approved by the High Performance Committee and the SACA Board of 
Management. 

A20.5  As a sub-committee of the Cricket Committee, the Womenôs Executive Cricket Committee is 
ultimately responsible to the Cricket Committee, and its findings and recommendations shall 
be placed before the Cricket Committee for approval or otherwise.  The Womenôs Executive 
Cricket Committee shall report on its meetings to the Executive Cricket Committee and 
SACA Board of Management.  
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SECTION B - REPORTS OF BREACHES OF LAWS & BYLAWS 

B1.  Definitions 

For the purposes of this Section: 

(b) ñPlayerò means any playing member of a Club who is registered, or who should be 
registered, pursuant to SECTION D. 

(c) ñClub officialò means any person representing a Club in any official capacity or 
recognised by a Club as holding or occupying any official position within that Club, 
including (but not necessarily limited to) any coach, assistant coach, scorer, team 
manager, committee member or person holding any position or role recognised by 
the Constitution or Rules of that Club. 

(d) ñMatchò includes all matches played under these Bylaws, and any representative 
matches not arranged by Cricket Australia. 

B2.  Reports of Players and Officials 

B2.1  If: 

(a) an umpire, during or on the day of a match in which he/she is umpiring, or  

(b) an Umpiresô Observer, the Umpiresô Director or Assistant Director, during or on the 
day of a match at which he/she is present,  

deems it necessary to report any player or Club official for misconduct arising out of, or in 
the course of, that match (whether or not the player or official is involved in that match), or 
for any breach under Law 42 (Unfair Play) of the Laws of Cricket, or any other Law or Bylaw, 
he/she shall, as soon as appropriate, report the same to the captains of the teams playing 
(where the report is of a player participating in that match), and must furnish a report in 
writing to the Grade Cricket Coordinator within 48 hours of the close of that dayôs play. The 
report shall constitute a charge against the player or Club official for the purpose of Bylaw 
B3. The person making the report should also notify the Grade Cricket Coordinator by 
telephone of the report at the earliest opportunity; however, failure to do this will not 
invalidate the report. 

B2.2  Code of Conduct 

The captains are responsible at all times for ensuring that play is conducted within 
the spirit of the game as well as within the Laws, including the Preamble ñThe Spirit of 
Cricketò in the 2000 Code. 

(a) Players and officials must not assault or attempt to assault or interfere with an 
umpire, another player or a spectator. 

(b) Players and officials must not react with unnecessary obvious dissent, displeasure 
or disapproval either towards an umpire, his/her decision, or generally, following an 
umpiring decision. 

(c) Players and officials must not use crude and/or abusive language, or engage in 
conduct detrimental to the spirit of the game. 

(d) Players and officials must not indulge in conduct detrimental to the game. 

(e) Players and officials must in no way use ñwell knownò crude or abusive hand 
signals, or engage in racial abuse. 

Any breach of the foregoing of Code of Conduct shall be considered to be misconduct 
under this Bylaw 

In addition, the Code of Conduct and Guidelines for Penalties attached to these Bylaws list 
other conduct which will be considered misconduct under this Bylaw. 

The word ñcrudeò when used in this Code shall include indecent or offensive, including, in 
particular, racial sledging or abuse. 

B2.3  Reports for Unbecoming Behaviour (at any time) 

The General Manager, Cricket, may, if he/she determines appropriate, lodge a report against 
any player or official (including umpire) under Rule 6 of Section 1 of the Code of Conduct 
and Guidelines for Penalties attached to these Bylaws, such report being heard by the 
Commissioner under the guidelines of this SECTION B and the aforesaid Code.  The 
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General Manager Cricket may base his/her decision on information he/she has received, 
and is not limited to reporting offences he/she personally witnesses. 

B3.  Hearing of Charges against Players and Officials 

B3.1  The charge against any person who is reported for misconducting himself/herself, either on 
or off the field, or for any other breach of Law 42 (Unfair Play) of the Laws of Cricket, or any 
other Law or Bylaw, shall, subject to the provisions of Bylaws B4 and B6, be dealt with by 
the Commissioner. 

(a) The charge against the reported person shall, in the first instance, be made in 
writing to the Grade Cricket Coordinator and a date, time and place for the hearing 
of the charge shall be fixed in consultation with the Commissioner. A copy of the 
charge shall be forwarded to the Secretary of the reported personôs Club, together 
with notice of the date, time and place at which the Commissioner will sit to consider 
the charge. 

(b) The time fixed for consideration of a charge arising out of an incident occurring 
during a match shall be on the Wednesday evening immediately following the 
completion of that match, unless the Commissioner otherwise directs. 

(c) The Club Secretary shall inform the reported person of the impending charge and 
hearing not less than 24 hours before the time of the hearing by the Commissioner. 

(d) If the Commissioner finds the charge proved, he/she may: 

(i) in the case of a charge against a player, fine, reprimand or suspend him/her from 
a number of matches in the normal Grade Competition; in the case of a fine, the 
Commissioner shall also set a suspension which the player may elect to serve in 
lieu of paying the fine. 

(ii) in the case of the Commissioner deciding that a player should be suspended (ñthe 
sentenceò), suspend the sentence, or part thereof, upon such conditions and for 
such period (not exceeding two years from the date of the hearing ) as he/she 
shall think fit; and  

(iii) in the case of a charge against a Club official, fine the Club which the official 
represents. 

The penalties listed in the Code of Conduct and Guidelines for Penalties attached to 
these Bylaws are guidelines only, and the Commissioner shall not be restricted to 
those penalties. 

Instead of, or in addition to, the above penalties, the Commissioner may direct that 
the record of warnings against the player under Bylaw B4 be increased by one. 

(e) If a player is suspended for one or more Grade matches, and subsequently plays in 
a representative match or matches, any part of which coincides with a Grade match 
or matches for which he/she was suspended, then that Grade match or those Grade 
matches shall not be counted as part of the playerôs suspension. 

(f) If a player is suspended as a result of a charge arising from a XXXX Gold Cup or 
BankSA Shield match, then the suspension shall be served by the player in normal 
Grade Competition matches (the following clause shall also apply). 

(g) Should one or more XXXX Gold Cup matches occur within a period of suspension, 
then the suspended player shall be additionally suspended for that match or those 
matches. 

(h) Any fine imposed pursuant to this Bylaw may not exceed the sum of $2000.00 and 
must be paid to the Association and applied in reduction of the costs incurred by the 
Cricket Committee in running the Grade Competition. 

(i) Until any fine payable by a player has been paid, or the alternative suspension 
served, he/she shall not be eligible to participate in any match under the control of 
the Association, or representing the Association. 

(j) If a Club fails to pay any fine imposed upon it pursuant to this Bylaw, the 
Association shall deduct the amount of such fine from the next distribution of monies 
from the Association to that Club, and shall apply the amount so deducted in 
reduction of the costs incurred by the Cricket Committee in running the Grade 
Competition. 
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(k) The Grade Cricket Coordinator (or delegate) must distribute a copy of the 
Commissionerôs determination to all Grade clubs and must publish the result of the 
hearing of a charge on the SACA website. 

B3.2  The reported person, and the person or persons making the charge, shall appear in person 
before the Commissioner at the time fixed by the Commissioner, and the Commissioner 
shall enquire into the charge. If the reported person indicates to the Commissioner prior to 
the hearing of the charge, that he/she does not dispute the facts of the charge, the 
Commissioner may decide that the person or persons making the charge, are not required to 
attend. The reported person shall be given full opportunity to defend himself/herself and to 
justify or explain his/her conduct and to call witnesses on his/her behalf. No person 
appearing before the Commissioner shall be entitled to legal or other representation, unless 
the Commissioner otherwise permits. 

If the reported person fails to appear before the Commissioner at the appointed time and 
place, the Commissioner, upon being satisfied that notice was duly given to the reported 
person by his/her Club Secretary, may proceed to hear the charge in his/her absence. The 
Commissioner may adjourn the hearing from time to time. 

B3.3  A player, Club official, umpire, witness, employee of the SACA or any other person present 
at the hearing of a charge, who disrupts the hearing or who conducts himself/herself 
disrespectfully to the Commissioner, or otherwise misconducts himself/herself during the 
hearing, may be dealt with in such manner as the Commissioner shall, in his/her absolute 
discretion, deem fit. 

B3.4  There is no right of appeal against decisions of the Commissioner. 

B3.5  The Grade Cricket Coordinator (or delegate) must attend all hearings before the 
Commissioner and record the proceedings therein. Should the Commissioner find a charge 
proven, the Grade Cricket Coordinator shall then make known to the Commissioner details 
of all previous occasions on which the player has been found guilty of an offence (in any 
Competition) and of all occasions on which the player has been named under Bylaw B4. 

B4.  Crude or Abusive Language 

B4.2  If a player uses crude or abusive language, particularly when such language is likely, in the 
opinion of an umpire, to be audible beyond the boundary, but which does not, in the opinion 
of the umpire(s), warrant an official report under this Section, the umpire(s) must issue the 
player concerned with an official warning. This shall include the circumstances under clause 
B2.2(c) above. 

The umpires must note this warning on their Match Report, and must inform the captain of 
the playerôs team at the first practical opportunity. 

B4.3  If an Umpiresô Observer, the Umpiresô Director or Assistant Director, hears a player 
offending as outlined in B4.2 above, or observes a player breaching clause B2.2(c), and 
he/she does not consider such behaviour to warrant an official report under clause B2.1 
he/she may report the incident to the Grade Cricket Coordinator within 48 hours of the 
incident, and must also inform the captain or a Club Official (of the playerôs club) of his/her 
intention as soon as possible.  Such a report will be treated as an official warning by the 
Grade Cricket Coordinator for the purposes of clauses B4.4 and B4.5. 

B4.4  The Grade Cricket Coordinator (or delegate) must maintain a record of all such warnings 
against all players, and, on each occasion such a warning is notified, must notify the Secret-
ary of the Club for which the player participates. 

B4.5  If a total of three such warnings to the same player are notified to the SACA in any two 
consecutive seasons, the player so named shall be automatically suspended for the next 
minor round of Grade matches (even if the 3rd warning is received during a XXXX Gold Cup 
match or a Major Round match). There is no right of appeal against such suspension, which 
must be notified to the Club concerned as early as possible by the Grade Cricket 
Coordinator (or delegate). On serving such suspension, the three accrued warnings against 
the player concerned shall be annulled. 

B4.6  Should a player be reported under Bylaw B2.1 for an offence of similar kind to those 
encompassed by this Bylaw, and subsequently be found guilty by the Commissioner, the 
Grade Cricket Coordinator (or delegate) must inform the Commissioner of any recorded 
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warnings still current against the player concerned. The Commissioner may take such 
warning(s) into account in determining the sentence for the offence he/she is considering, 
and may, if he/she suspends the player concerned, direct that the playerôs recorded 
warnings be cleared. 

B4.7  Should the number of such warnings given to players in a Club, over all Grades, exceed 3 in 
any one season; the Club shall be fined $50.00 for each warning over 3. 

B5.  Reports and Protests re Covers, Ground and Pitch Conditions 

B5.2  The Grounds Tribunal shall investigate any Report or Protest referred to it under Bylaw 
G15.1(f) or G16.3(e). 

B5.3  The Tribunal may conduct its enquires in any manner in which it sees fit, taking into account 
any urgency which may exist.  It may interview (by phone or in person) anyone it feels can 
assist its enquires, may call individuals to give evidence at a hearing or ask for written 
statements, may allow cross-examination or right of reply as it sees fit, and may use any 
evidence it considers relevant and reliable.  The Tribunal may dismiss any matter if at any 
time it considers there is insufficient evidence or information for it to make any meaningful 
determination. 

B5.4  If the Tribunal determines that a breach has occurred, it may, after giving the Club 
responsible the right of reply: 

(a) if the breach did not affect the match in any way, impose a penalty by way of a fine 
on the Club responsible (all or part of this fine may be suspended for up to 2 years) 
or may reprimand or warn the Club, or take no action. 

(b) if the breach unfairly affected the Club not responsible for the breach, impose a 
penalty by way of 

(i) reversal of the result (with effect on premiership points, including performance 
points, as determined); OR 

(ii) any other change to premiership points, as determined, may be imposed. 

In addition to, or in lieu of, these penalties, a fine may be imposed. All or part of this fine may 
be suspended for up to 2 years. 

B5.5  The matter of whether to change Chairman or proxy member of the Tribunal, in the event of 
unavailability, as provided in Bylaw A13, shall be decided by the Tribunal Chairman on the 
basis of the need for continuity during a single investigation.  The Tribunal may sit with only 
two persons present in such circumstances, but this should only occur when it is considered 
undesirable to change the members of the Tribunal during a single investigation. A member 
who misses one or more meetings of the Tribunal in regard to a single investigation may 
rejoin the Tribunal at later meetings on that matter at the discretion of the Tribunal Chairman. 

B5.6  Decisions of the Tribunal shall be subject to appeal only as provided in Bylaw A13. 

B6.  Other Breaches of the Bylaws or Laws of Cricket 

B6.2  The umpires must report in writing to the Grade Cricket Coordinator, within 48 hours from 
the end of that dayôs play, any other breach of these Bylaws not dealt with in Bylaw B3. 

(Note: If the 48 hours expires on a public holiday, such report shall be made by noon on the 
day following such public holiday). 

B6.3  If an umpire lodges a report against a player or players, under Law 42.9 or 42.10 (Time 
wasting), or in the event of late commencement of play for any reason other than time lost 
due to weather, ground or light conditions as dealt with in Bylaw G1(a), then, if the Cricket 
Committee is of the opinion that any delay has adversely affected the team not responsible 
for such delay, the Committee may vary the points awarded for such match in such way as it 
shall think fit and/or fine the Club responsible for the delay such amount as the Committee 
shall think fit. 

B6.4  In the event of a report for any breach other than time wasting, the Grade Cricket 
Coordinator must, on receipt of such report, communicate the report thereof to the Club 
concerned for an explanation within 14 days and subsequent referral to the Cricket 
Committee for determination. 
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B7.  Restriction of Comment before Hearings 

No player or Club official, nor any umpire, may make any comment to any media 
organisation, or representative of such organisation, or via any public media, prior to the 
hearing of any charge, report or protest which has been laid pursuant to the provisions of 
these Bylaws. Any breach of this Bylaw must be investigated by the Commissioner, who 
may take such action against the player or Club official and/or his/her Club, as the 
Commissioner deems appropriate. 

B8.  Players Suspended by Cricket Australia, or I.C.C, or in other Competitions 

B8.1  Should any player be suspended by Cricket Australia or the I.C.C. from participating in any 
matches under the control of either of them, the player so suspended shall not be eligible, 
during the period of such suspension (or for any longer period that the Commissioner may 
determine if the matter is referred to him/her by the Cricket Committee), to participate in any 
match under the control of the Association. 

B8.2  No player under suspension by any other Cricket Association or Competition shall be 
permitted to play in any match during the period of such suspension, except to complete a 
match in which the player has already commenced participating prior to such suspension.   

B8.3  In exceptional circumstances (such as a suspension which is for a small number of matches, 
but which by its timing extends into the following season) and where Cricket Australia or the 
I.C.C. has not specifically made a determination about a suspension applying or not applying 
to matches in lower Grades, the player may appeal to the Commissioner, who may vary the 
application of this Bylaw 
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SECTION C - REPORTS FOR IMPROPER CONDUCT 

C1. Definitions 

For the purposes of this Section: 

(a) ñpersonò means: 

(i) a player, as defined in Bylaw B1(b) above; 

(ii) a Club official, as defined in Bylaw B1(c); or 

(iii) an umpire 

(iv) an official of the SACA. 

(b) ñcomplainantò means: 

(i) a player, as defined in Bylaw B1(b) above; 

(ii) a Club official, as defined in Bylaw B1(c): 

(iii) an umpire, Umpiresô Observer, the Umpiresô Director or Assistant Director; 

(iv) the Commissioner; or 

(v) an employee or official of the SACA. 

(c) ñrelevant circumstancesò means: 

(i) any circumstances in which Bylaw B2 does not apply; and 

(ii) any circumstances in which an employee or official of the SACA observes the 
improper conduct but is not the direct object of the improper conduct,  

but does not include: 

¶ any circumstances in which Bylaw B3.3 applies; or 

¶ any conduct occurring between players on the field of play in the course 
of a match. 

C2. Improper Conduct 

C2.1  A person shall not, in the relevant circumstances: 

(a) assault or interfere with, or attempt to assault or interfere with, a complainant;  

(b) use crude, abusive, threatening, insulting and/or racist language to a complainant; 

(c) use ñwell knownò crude or abusive hand signals to a complainant; or 

(d) engage in conduct which is unbecoming, detrimental or prejudicial to a complainant 
and/or to the welfare, image, spirit or best interests of the SACA. 

C2.2  Any breach of the foregoing shall be considered improper conduct under this Bylaw. 

C2.3  The word ñcrudeò when used in this Bylaw shall include indecent or offensive, including, in 
particular, racial sledging or abuse. 

C3. Reports for Improper Conduct 

If any complainant deems it necessary to report a person for a breach of Bylaw C2, the 
complainant should furnish a report in writing to the Grade Cricket Coordinator as early as 
practicable, and in any case not later than seven days following the day on which the 
improper conduct is alleged to have occurred. 

C4. Hearing of Reports for Improper Conduct 

C4.1  Any report received under Bylaw C3 shall be dealt with by the Commissioner. 

C4.2  A date, time and place for the hearing of the report shall be fixed by the Grade Cricket 
Coordinator, in consultation with the Commissioner.  The report shall be heard as soon as 
practicable after the date on which the Grade Cricket Coordinator receives the written report 
under Bylaw C3. 

C4.3  A copy of the report shall be forwarded by the Grade Cricket Coordinator to the reported 
person and (if the reported person is a player or Club official) to the Secretary of the reported 
personôs Club, together with notice of the date on which and the time and place at which the 
Commissioner will sit to consider the report. 
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C4.4  The provisions of Bylaws B3.1(d), B3.1(e),B3.1(f), B3.1(g), B3.1(h), B3.1(i) and B3.1(j), and 
the provisions of Bylaws B3.2, B3.3, B3.4 and B4, shall apply (with necessary changes) to a 
report received under Bylaw C3.  If an umpire is the subject of a report under Bylaw 
C3,he/she may be dealt with by the Commissioner as though the umpire were a player for 
the purposes of Bylaws B3.1(d), B3.1(e),B3.1(f), B3.1(g), B3.1(h), B3.1(i).  
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SECTION D -  PLAYER QUALIFICATIONS 

Player qualifications to play for a Club in the Grade Competition differ according to 
the playerôs age in each season. 

D1.  Provisions applying to All Players. 

D1.1  Age Clarification  

Wherever in these Bylaws (in this or any other Section) reference is made to a player being 
under a certain age as at 1st September in the current season, the player shall be qualified if 
his/her relevant birthday falls on or after 1st September. 

D1.2  Unqualified Players 

(a) Any Club playing a player not possessing the requisite qualification, registration or 
permit shall be declared to have lost the match, or matches, in which such player 
took part and shall lose all points gained in that match, or those matches, unless 
otherwise decided by the Permit Committee on the grounds that there were 
exceptional circumstances justifying the lack of a requisite qualification, registration 
or permit; the award of points to be allotted to the opposing team shall be on the 
basis of a first innings win for a one-day game (unless this team has already gained 
outright points) and an outright win for a two-day game, in addition to any 
performance points gained. 

For the purposes of this Clause, the Chairman of the Cricket Committee (or, if 
his/her Club was involved in the match, the Deputy Chairman) may join the Permit 
Committee, and shall be entitled to vote.  In addition, any member of the Permit 
Committee whose Club is involved in the match shall not participate in the decision. 

(b) The same procedures shall apply should any player participate illegally in any 
match (e.g. a player batting twice in an innings; a player substituting for another 
under Bylaw E2.3 without the necessary permit; a player not named on the team 
sheet participating in the match; a player participating under a false name). 

(c) If a player supplies deliberately false information to the SACA or his/her Club in any 
Application, Election to Play, or other communication submitted either by SACA 
form or electronically, the Permit Committee may cancel and/or refuse his/her 
registration for such period as the Committee determines. 

(d) In addition, the Cricket Committee may take action under Bylaw A1.6 to A1.8  
against any Club which it finds to have knowingly been involved in the deliberate 
breaching of any clause of this Bylaw. 

D1.3  Players under Suspension 

A player seeking registration to play in the Grade Competition must declare any suspension 
imposed on him/her by, or any obligation owing by him/her to, any Cricket Club or 
Association. The Permit Committee shall determine whether or not the player shall be 
granted registration during the currency of such suspension or obligation; only in exceptional 
circumstances shall such Registration be granted.  If the suspension is for disciplinary 
reasons (rather than financial), the Permit Committee shall refer this decision to the 
Commissioner under Bylaw B8. 

D1.4  Transfers between SACA Clubs during the Season 

A player who has played one or more matches (or part) with a SACA Club in a season may 
transfer from that Club to another during that season provided a clearance by his/her present 
Club is given and he/she has not played for the Club he/she is transferring from after 31st 
December in that season. 

D1.5  Cricket Australia and I.C.C. Matches 

Matches played under the auspices of the I.C.C., Cricket Australia, or the I.C.C.-recognised 
equivalent body of any other country, shall have no effect on a playerôs continuing 
qualification in the Grade Competition, unless deemed otherwise by the Cricket Committee. 
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D1.6  Lodging of Registration 

(Refer to MyCricket procedures for full instructions for electronic lodgement) 
(a) Players previously registered with a club 

Registration is automatic upon receipt of the Electronic Registration at the SACA if 
the player is registering with the same Club with which he/she registered in the 
previous season(s), and has not played in any other Competition since that time. 

(b) New Players not requiring a clearance (including Dual Registration) 

The appropriate forms must be completed and signed by both the player and the 
secretary of the Club.  If the player is under 18, the player must make an election in 
writing on the appropriate form, countersigned by a parent or guardian, before 
commencing with a Club. This registration will be entered by Electronic Registration. 

(c) Players requiring a clearance - all players 

Clearance Applications requiring approval by the Grade Cricket Coordinator (or 
his/her delegate) must be received by the SACA Grade Cricket Coordinator not later 
than 4.30 PM on the Wednesday before the match in which the player is to 
participate. 

A clearance is not required if the player is registering under the provisions of Bylaw 
D1.9 (Special Transfer Arrangements with Clubs affiliated with the Cricket Union of 
South Australia (CUSA). 

(d) Players under 18: When a player plays for a Club under Bylaw D3 the player is 
bound to that Club unless he/she becomes otherwise qualified under these Bylaws 
or obtains a clearance/permit.  

(e) Forms to be submitted 

All registration, election to play and clearance forms shall be subject to approval 
audit by the SACA Grade Cricket Coordinator.  The SACA Grade Coordinator may 
request such an audit by giving the club 24 hours notice.  Clubs not complying with 
this request shall be fined $100. In addition the Permit Committee may revoke the 
Electronic Registration as for Bylaw D1.2 (Unqualified Players) and Bylaw D3.2 
(Eligibility). The penalties in Bylaw D1.2 may apply.  

D1.7  Duties of Permit Committee 

The Permit Committee has the duty and power to inquire into and determine the residential 
and/or other qualification of any player seeking registration. 

The Permit Committee has the power to rescind any registration or permit that has been 
approved or given should it become apparent that the decision was made based on 
incomplete or inaccurate information. 

D1.8  Transfer from Adelaide Turf Cricket Association 

In all cases of transfers, players must receive a written clearance. No player, having played 
for a Club in the Adelaide Turf Cricket Association during a season, may transfer to an 
SACA Club after 31st December in that season. 

NOTE: This Bylaw shall not apply to players who wish to play in the BankSA Shield 
competition. 

D1.9  Special Transfer Arrangements with Clubs affiliated with the Cricket Union of South 
Australia (CUSA).  

A player who is registered with a SACA club (as defined in Rule 14 of the SACA 
Constitution) (ñprimary clubò) in any season may play with a community club (as defined in 
paragraph (a) of this Bylaw) (ñsecondary clubò) in that season, and a player who is registered 
with a community club (ñprimary clubò) in any season may play for a SACA club (ñsecondary 
clubò) in that season, without requiring a clearance.  For the purposes of this Bylaw, such an 
arrangement shall be known as dual registration. 

Dual registration will be permitted only on the following conditions: 

(a) The community club must be affiliated with an association that is in turn affiliated 
with CUSA. 

(b) The player must be duly registered under the Bylaws of both SACA and the 
association with which the community club is affiliated. 
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(c) A player may not have more than one dual registration in any season. 

(d) Nothing in this Bylaw shall prevent a player who has dual registration, from 
obtaining a clearance from his/her primary club at any time.  The application for any 
such clearance shall be made under the relevant Bylaw of the Association to which 
the Club (from which the player is seeking the clearance) is affiliated. 

(e) In addition, any player who: 

(i) has dual registration and who obtains a clearance from his/her primary club 
during a season, or  

(ii) had dual registration in the last season in which he/she played, and who obtains a 
clearance from his/her primary club following the completion of that season 

must also obtain a financial clearance from the secondary club with whom he/she had 
dual registration. 

(f) A player with dual registration must always complete a match which has 
commenced and in which he/she was named to play. 

(g) If the community clubôs match programme does not coincide with the SACA match 
programme, a player with dual registration must first offer himself/herself for 
selection by the SACA club. 

(h) A player with dual registration may play for his/her school or community club in a 
weekend as well as for his/her primary or secondary club on the same weekend, but 
must not play in senior matches for both his/her primary and secondary clubs on the 
same weekend. 

(i) In the case of a player aged under 18 years on 1st September in the current 
season wishing to register with a SACA Club as his/her secondary club, he/she 
must execute a dual registration, which shall be deemed an election to play, in 
writing, for a Club for which he/she is eligible under Bylaw D3.  Bylaw D3 will 
thereafter apply to that player, in that he/she may not subsequently register with any 
other SACA Club other than as provided by Bylaw D3.3  through D3.8 

(j) The relevant SACA and CUSA Bylaws, pertaining to eligibility to play in finals, shall 
apply to a player with dual registration. 

D2.  Players Over the Age of 18 on 1st September 

This Bylaw applies only to players aged 18 years or over on 1st September in the 
cricket season then commencing. 

D2.1  A player must be registered by Electronic Registration before participating in any match. 
Non-compliance will result in Bylaw D1.2 applying. 

D2.2  Any player applying for registration with a SACA Club, other than that for which he/she was 
last registered within the last 5 years, must obtain a clearance of financial and other 
obligations from his/her previous Club.  

D2.3  Any player applying for registration, who has played within the last 5 years for a Club in 
another Competition since last playing with a SACA Club (or who has not previously played 
with a Club in the Grade Competition) must obtain a clearance of financial and other 
obligations from the Club in the other Competition. However, where this was in a 
Competition played between SACA seasons (e.g. a Competition in England or Darwin), the 
formal clearance may be waived by the Grade Cricket Coordinator or his/her delegate on the 
playerôs declaration that no outstanding obligation exists. 

D2.4  If the player submits a clearance request (either by post or electronically) to his/her previous 
SACA Club and that Club does not respond to this request within 14 days, the Application 
may be forwarded to the Permit Committee for determination. The player has the onus of 
proving that the required 14 days has elapsed since the formal delivery of the clearance 
request to the Club. 

D2.5  If the player or his/her new club submits a clearance request to his/her previous non-SACA 
Club and that Club does not respond to this request within 14 days, the Application may be 
forwarded to the Permit Committee for determination. The player has the onus of proving 
that the required 14 days has elapsed since the formal delivery of the Clearance request to 
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the Club, and must provide a declaration to this effect, and must state that he/she knows of 
no outstanding obligation to the Club. 

D2.6  If a player submits a clearance request to a Club and that clearance is refused, the player 
may submit the Registration Application to the Permit Committee if he/she is of the opinion 
that the clearance has been refused without justification under these Bylaws. The Permit 
Committee shall adjudicate the Application, and both the player and the Club shall have the 
right to be heard by the Permit Committee, or to submit written evidence or argument. 

D2.7  Should a player, having been registered under this Bylaw for a particular season, 
subsequently wish to register with a different Club before the commencement of (or during) 
that season, a new Registration Application must be submitted, and a clearance will be 
required from the Club with which he/she first registered for that season. In this case, a 
clearance may be refused by that Club on other than financial obligation grounds. The 
Permit Committee will deal with this clearance under Bylaw D2.8   

D2.8  Clearance Refused 

Should a clearance be refused, a player may apply to the Permit Committee for a permit. 
The following procedures must be adopted: 

(a) He/she must give the Club refusing the clearance 14 daysô written notice of his/her 
intention to apply for a permit. 

(b) The Club or Clubs refusing the clearance, and the player, shall have the right to be 
heard by the Permit Committee at its hearing. The Permit Committee may, at its 
discretion, allow the player to be assisted at such hearing 

D3.  Players Under the Age of 18 on 1st September 

This Bylaw applies only to players aged under 18 years on 1st September in the cricket 
season then commencing. Such players must play for a Club for which they have a 
residential qualification, unless a clearance as provided hereunder is granted. 

A player must be registered by Electronic Registration before participating in any match. 
Non-compliance will result in Bylaw D1.2 applying. 

D3.1  Residential Qualifications 

The residential qualification for a Club is six consecutive calendar months residence in the 
area of that Club. 

For the purposes of residential qualification, the area assigned to each Club is that defined in 
Bylaw D4. 

All territory of South Australia, outside the area assigned to each Club as defined in D4 shall 
be deemed to be common territory between all Clubs. 

D3.2  Eligibility ï Registration of players who have not previously played in the SACA 
competition 

A player who has not previously played in any of the Grades A, B, C, D, XXXX Gold Cup 
BankSA Shield, U16, or U14, Ray Sutton Shield and Womenôs A, B, C Grades, Youth Cup or 
Scorpion Shield and 

(a) has a residential qualification for a Club: is eligible to play for that Club or with any 
other Club which shares a boundary with that Club. 

(b) has resided in common territory for not less than six consecutive calendar months: 
is eligible to play with any Club. 

(c) is the son/daughter of a person who played for, and/or was a registered elected 
official of that Club, for 10 years: is eligible to play for that Club. 

Failure to do so invokes penalty of D1.2 

D3.3  Adelaide University 

(a) A bona fide student enrolled at the University of Adelaide, so certified by the 
Registrar of the University of Adelaide and the Executive Officer of the Adelaide 
University Sports Association who is a student proceeding to a degree (whether a 
Bachelor degree, or higher degree) or diploma full-time or part-time shall be 
qualified to play for the Adelaide University Club and any other Club for which 
he/she has a qualification under these Bylaws. If such player chooses to play with 
the University Club, he/she shall complete an Election to Play for that season. 
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A clearance from the Club with which he/she previously played, which may be 
refused only on grounds of unfulfilled financial or other commitment to the Club (see 
D3.7), and a permit from the Permit Committee, will be required. 

(b) Any person who has played for the University Club during a season shall, 
notwithstanding having completed his/her course, continue to play for the University 
Club for the remainder of that season. 

D3.4  Change of Residential Qualification 

Whenever a player ceases to reside in the area of one Club and establishes a residential 
qualification in the area of another Club, he/she shall only be eligible to play with the latter 
Club, or with any other Club which shares a boundary with that Club (refer Bylaw D3.2), or 
as otherwise qualified under these Bylaws (unless he/she obtains a clearance under Bylaw 
D3.5). The player must make an election on the appropriate form indicating the Club for 
which he/she intends playing.  If the player meets this condition during a season, and has 
already registered with a Club for that season, this clause shall become effective at the 
conclusion of that season. 

A clearance from the Club with which he/she previously played, which may be refused only 
on grounds of unfulfilled financial or other commitment to the Club (see D3.7), and a permit 
from the Permit Committee, will be required. 

D3.5  Clearance to a Club for which player is not otherwise eligible 

A player playing for a Club may transfer to, or a new player may join, a Club for which 
he/she is not eligible (including the Adelaide University Club) only if he/she obtains a written 
clearance from his/her current club and the club to which he/she is residentially qualified (if 
this is different), and a permit from the Permit Committee, unless qualified otherwise under 
these Bylaws. 

Where all necessary clearances have been given, the Permit Committee will grant a permit 
provided it is satisfied that all qualifications and clearance requirements have been met. 
Where a clearance is refused (see Bylaw D3.7), the Permit Committee will grant a permit 
only in extremely exceptional circumstances, where the refusal of a permit would be against 
the best interests of the SACA, or would significantly impact the livelihood of the player. 

D3.6  Election to Play: Players Outside Allotted Districts 

Any player who changes his/her residence from a District area and completes six months 
residence in common territory may elect to play with any Club. Having made such election 
the player is bound to that Club unless he/she becomes otherwise qualified under these 
Bylaws or obtains a clearance/permit as below. 

Where all necessary clearances have been given, the Permit Committee will grant a permit 
provided it is satisfied that all qualifications and clearance requirements have been met. 
Where a clearance is refused (see D3.7), the Permit Committee, in considering the 
application, will consider any changes in circumstances since the player made his/her 
original election (e.g. he/she has moved residence, while remaining in common territory), 
whether it has reasonable grounds to accept the existence on an outstanding financial or 
other commitment of the player to his/her previous Club, and any other matters it considers 
relevant, considering the spirit of Bylaws D1.4 and D3.4. 

D3.7  Clearance Refused 

Should a clearance be refused, the following procedures must be adopted: 

(a) The Club or Clubs refusing the clearance must notify the player of the reasons for 
refusing the clearance and arrange to meet with the player within 7 days of receiving 
the clearance application. 

(b) After this meeting, if the player still wishes to continue with the clearance 
application the player must arrange, with the assistance of the Grade Cricket 
Coordinator (who will act as chairperson), a meeting between the Club or Clubs 
refusing the clearance and himself/herself with his/her parent(s).   

(c) If the matter is unresolved after this meeting then the Grade Cricket Coordinator 
shall arrange a meeting of the Permit Committee to determine the matter, 

(d) The Club or Clubs refusing the clearance, and the player, shall have the right to be 
heard by the Permit Committee at its hearing. The Permit Committee may, at its 
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discretion, allow the player to be assisted at such hearing. No person appearing 
before the Permit committee shall be entitled to legal representation 

D3.8  Special Qualifications for all Grades 

A player who has played with a Club in any of the Grades A, B, C, D, XXXX Gold Cup 
BankSA Shield, U16, or U14, Ray Sutton Shield and Womenôs A, B, C Grades, Youth Cup or 
Scorpion Shield for three seasons with a minimum of five matches in each of the aforesaid 
seasons, becomes qualified to play for that Club, irrespective of his/her place of residence 
unless and until he/she plays with another competing Club. 

D3.9  Special Conditions for BankSA Shield [Bylaw H3.2] 

(a) Players must be under the age of 17 years as at 1st September of the current 
season. 

(b) Any player currently playing for a Grade Club and living in common territory may 
elect to play for either the Country team, or his/her current Club. 

(c) Special Transfer Arrangements with the Cricket Union of South Australia(CUSA) 
Affiliated clubs (Bylaw D1.9) may apply. 

D3.10  Special Conditions for U16 and U14 Competitions [Bylaw H3.3(a)] 

Each player in the U16 and U14 Competitions must be under the age of 16 and 14 
respectively as at the 1st September of the current season 

D3.11  Special Conditions for Ray Sutton Shield [Bylaw H3.6(a)] 

(a) Players must be attending school at the Year 7 level or below in the current season 
and must be registered under the provisions of Bylaw D3. 

(b) Special Transfer Arrangements with the Cricket Union of South Australia (CUSA) 
Affiliated clubs (Bylaw D1.9) may apply. 

D4.  Club Boundaries 

The boundaries of each Club are the territories within the bounds defined on the following 
pages. Boundaries are described clockwise unless otherwise stated. 

ADELAIDE:  
On the East and South: From the Torrens River at Hackney, south along Hackney Road,

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SECTION E - REPLACEMENT OF PLAYERS 

E1. Players in Representative Matches: Definitions 

The following definitions shall apply in Bylaw E2: 

E1.1  A ñrepresentative matchò is either: 

(a) any match played under the auspices of the I.C.C., Cricket Australia International 
and Domestic Series, and for which players are generally selected from the ranks of 
Grade or higher competition cricket (e.g. First Class matches, Interstate 1-Day 
Competition matches, State 2nd XI matches, Interstate and International Under-age 
matches), provided always that the Cricket Committee may determine that 
participation in any particular match (or matches) shall make the player eligible for 
consideration under this Bylaw; or 

(b) any other match, including trial matches of the above type, which the Permit 
Committee determines shall make players eligible for the provisions of this Bylaw, 
taking account of its intent (e.g. players participating in authorised representative 
teams of or in other countries; Womenôs Cricket representative matches). 

The SACA may, from time to time, publish a list of those matches which shall be 
deemed, for the purposes of this Bylaw, to be played under the auspices of the ICC, 
Cricket Australia and the SACA. 

E1.2  A ñqualifying injuryò is an injury (as distinct from an illness) for which all the following 
conditions are met: 

(a) the injury was incurred during play, on the field of play, in a representative match, 
or at a training or practice session, or practice or trial match, organised by the body 
responsible for the team or squad participating in the representative match, for the 
purpose of selection or improving performance in such match, and this is certified by 
the player, the Team or Practice Manager and the General Manager Cricket.  

(b) a member of the SACA or Cricket Australia panel of doctors provides a certificate 
that, so far as he/she can determine, the injury occurred as and when stated by the 
player, and prevents the player from: 

(i) continuing in a Grade match in which he/she was already participating, or 

(ii) taking his/her place in the team for the second day of a Grade match in which 
he/she had been named to return to on the second day.  

(c) The Doctor must examine the player personally except in the case of a serious, 
debilitating injury in which case he/she may accept the advice of another qualified 
medical practitioner. 

E1.3  ñParticipationò in a representative match shall include circumstances whereby the player has 
travelled a significant distance for the representative match but does not then actually take 
his/her place in the match, and does not return in time to play for his/her Grade team. 
Otherwise, if the player does not actually take up his/her selection in the representative team 
(e.g. he/she is prevented from accepting selection because of a non-qualifying injury or other 
reasons), this Bylaw shall not apply. 

E2. Replacement of Players in Representative Matches or with Qualifying 
Injuries 

E2.1  Introduction 

(a) A Player selected as a player in a representative match, or appointed as an official 
(as approved by the Permit Committee) for or at a representative match, may re-
place, or be replaced by, another player on either day in an A, B, C, D or Under-age 
Grade match subject to the other provisions of this Bylaw and to the prior approval 
of the Permit Committee when required under this bylaw. 

(b) A player suffering a qualifying injury (as defined in E1.2 above) may likewise be 
replaced. 

(c) Consequential replacements in lower Grades shall be permitted under the same 
conditions. 



SECTION E- REPLACEMENT OF PLAYERS

(d) In Major Round matches, replacements under this Bylaw may only be made under 
clause E2.2 (the replacements are all included on the teamsheet prior to the start of 
the match); no changes under clause E2.3 will be permitted. 

(e) The replacement player must complete the Grade match with full rights and 
obligations of the player he/she replaces. This shall mean (for example) that, if the 
replaced player was to continue his/her innings at the resumption of play on the 
second day, or was to complete an over in progress at that time, the replacement 
player shall immediately resume such innings or over. 

E2.2  Unavailability/Availability Known or Anticipated Prior to Grade Match 

Where the unavailability of the player is known to the Club prior to the commencement of 
play on the first day (and in sufficient time for team selection to be reviewed), or such 
unavailability is anticipated because the player was selected in the representative team on 
the previous occasion after taking into account the availability or non-availability of players 
in/from yet higher representative matches, the Club must select its teams, with 
replacements, prior to the round. In these circumstances:  

(a) The replacement(s) need not be notified to the Permit Committee, nor will a permit 
be required, but the names of all replacement(s) and replaced player(s) must be 
included alongside each other on the team lists exchanged prior to the toss. 

(b) The replacement(s) are automatically voided if the representative player becomes 
available for his/her Club through being omitted from the representative team 
(including a player becoming available through being named as 12th man and 
released in a match being played in Adelaide).  The teamsheet should be amended 
to show this voiding, and the date/time the change was made, and signed by both 
captains and an umpire. 

(c) If a player, omitted from the representative team (whose replacement is therefore 
voided), has a qualifying injury which prevents him/her taking up his/her place in the 
Grade team, an application to the Permit Committee under Bylaw E2.3(d) must be 
made for a replacement on the second day. 

Explanatory Note: Although in most cases the original player (who participated on the first 
day) can be expected to be the replacement in these circumstances, it is not possible to 
automatically void the replacement in this situation, as  

¶ the ñoriginalò player may not be available to continue in the match; and 

¶ the Permit Committee must ensure the injury is a properly certified qualifying 
injury. 

E2.3  Unavailability/Availability NOT Known or Anticipated Prior to Grade Match 

This clause does not apply in Major Round Matches. 

Where the unavailability/availability of the player is not anticipated or known to the Club prior 
to the first dayôs play (as described above) because: 

(a) the player concerned was promoted to a representative team when not selected in 
the previous match of the same type, 

(b) the player concerned was omitted from a representative team when selected in the 
previous match of the same type, 

(c) the representative team concerned had not played a match earlier in the same 
season, or 

(d) the player suffered a qualifying injury after the commencement of play on the first 
day of the Grade match. 

then 

(e) An application for a permit for the replacement(s) must be notified in writing to the 
Grade Cricket Coordinator within 48 hours of the event giving rise to the Application, 
indicating the replacement(s), the replaced player(s) and all consequential 
replacements in lower Grades. 

(f) A late application may be accepted by the Permit Committee, at its discretion, 
where the circumstance leading to the application makes compliance with the 
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preceding clause impossible.  Unless also impossible, an application must be 
lodged by 12.30 PM on the last working day prior to the second dayôs play.   

A permit application under this Bylaw may be lodged with the Grade Cricket 
Coordinator (or his/her specifically nominated delegate) up to 2 hours prior to the 
commencement of play on the second day.  However, where the permit application 
is submitted after 12.30 PM on the last working day prior to the second dayôs play, it 
will only be considered if the application is lodged within 2 hours of the need for the 
replacement becoming known; the Club making the application will be required to 
satisfy the Permit Committee that this requirement has been met. 

(g) The Grade Cricket Coordinator (or delegate) may be contacted for this purpose on 
0408-273-629.  In some circumstances, a recorded message on this number may 
give further information on how to submit a late application.  If unsuccessful in 
contacting the Grade Cricket Coordinator or delegate in this way, the application 
may be lodged with the Chairman of the Permit Committee or his/her delegate. 
Where the application is based on a qualifying injury, the required certifications must 
accompany the application. Where it is not possible for a member of the SACA 
panel of doctors to give the required certification by the times above, the Permit 
Committee may make a provisional decision based on an acceptable certification 
being received by the Grade Cricket Coordinator not later than two hours prior to the 
commencement of the second dayôs play. 

(h) Each application must be of a like type of player to the player being replaced and 
the application must be certified by the Secretary or other authorised officer of the 
Club concerned. 

(i) No replacement may take place without a permit being granted by the Permit 
Committee. In considering whether to grant or refuse a permit, the primary 
consideration will be ñis this the team which would have been selected were the 
match commencing on the second day?ò  Subject to this over-riding criteria, the 
Committee shall also consider: 

(i) the current status of the match, including whether the replacement player will bat, 
bowl or keep wickets, and  

(ii) his/her ability in each category relative to the replaced player,  and  

The Permit Committee may place restrictions on the participation of the 
replacement player. 

(j) Each application for permits under this Bylaw will incur a $50.00 lodgement fee, 
which will be charged to the Club by the Cricket Department. 

An application, requesting permits for multiple players and/or consequential 
replacements arising from the same event, shall be deemed to be one application, 
for which one lodgement fee shall be payable. 

The Permit Committee may waive this fee if it is satisfied that: 

(i) the application was submitted as early as practical within the requirements of this 
Bylaw, and 

(ii) none of the replacements named in the application was clearly unlikely to receive 
approval, given the conditions under which permits will be approved under this 
Bylaw, and 

(iii) the replacements could not reasonably have been anticipated by the Club and 
named in advance under Bylaw E2.2. 

If a permit for any of the replacements named in an application is refused by the 
Committee, any consequential further application shall be deemed to be a new 
application, for which a further lodgement fee will be incurred.  

(k) For all player replacements under this Bylaw E2.3, the name of any player(s) 
replacing other(s) must clearly be marked on the teamsheet prior to 
commencement of play on the second day, and must show which player 
replaces whom. The amendment on the teamsheet must be signed by both captains 
and an umpire, and the date and time of such change clearly included.  The 
responsibility for this lies with the captain.  
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The only responsibilities of umpires in regard to this Bylaw are to sign all 
teamsheet changes as required herein (after ensuring the date, time and 
captains signatures are all in place), and to report any occurrences known or 
reported to them of a player participating without the required procedures 
being followed. 

(l) The right of a captain to nominate a substitute fielder, rather than make application 
for a replacement player, remains. 

(m) If a permit application is submitted so late that it is impossible to arrange a quorum 
of the Permit Committee (even by telephone), the Grade Cricket Coordinator will 
determine if the circumstances justify the late application (Bylaw E2.3(f)), and if 
he/she so determines will inform the Chairman of the Permit Committee (or his/her 
nominee) and any other members of the Committee he/she is able to contact, and 
those members, and the Grade Cricket Coordinator, will make a determination on 
whether to grant the permit.   

(n) If it is found by the Permit Committee that any permit was granted based on 
inaccurate, misleading or incomplete information provided about the players 
concerned, or that the application was clearly not within the requirements of this 
Section, the Permit Committee may retrospectively revoke the permit, which will 
then invoke the provisions of E2.4, including possible loss of the match due to the 
participation of a player without a permit.  Clubs must be particularly responsible 
and careful when submitting late applications, as in these cases the Committee has 
less opportunity to review the information provided prior to granting the permit, and 
may review the application after the match. 

Clubs are advised that, with consequential replacements being required down the Grades, 
the decisions of the Permit Committee can be time-consuming. Maximum possible time 
should be allowed for the Permit Committee to consider the permit request, and all relevant 
information regarding potential replacement players should be provided. 

E2.4  Non-compliance 

(a) In the event of any player participating in a match without a permit required under 
this Section, the provisions of Bylaw D1.2 (Unqualified Players) shall apply.   

In exceptional circumstances, where the participation without a permit is completely 
inadvertent and the Club is not considered by the Permit Committee to have been 
negligent in failing to comply with the Bylaw or any procedures provided to the Club, 
or to all Clubs, in regard to this Section, the Permit Committee (extended as outlined 
in Bylaw D1.2(a)) may determine that a fine be imposed under clause (b). 

(b) Failure by a Club to adhere to the procedures required after the granting of a 
permit, and which do not result in the permit being invalidated, may be dealt with by 
the Permit Committee, who may impose a fine of up to $200.00 for a first offence by 
a Club in any two-year period, and $500.00 for any subsequent offences.

SECTION F - THE COMPETITION 

F1. Grades  

F1.1  Teams competing in the premiership competitions shall be divided into the Grades:  

Menôs  

A, B, C, D, XXXX Gold Cup, Twenty/20, BankSA Shield, U16 Red, U16 White, U14 Red, 
U14 White, Ray Sutton Shield  

 Womenôs  

 A, B and C Grades and A, B and C Grade Twenty/20.  

F1.2  The XXXX Gold Cup Competition, the Menôs A Grade Twenty/20, the BankSA Shield 
Competition and the Ray Sutton Shield Competition may, if the Cricket committee so 
determines, be divided into groups, with the teams in each group competing against each 
other, and with any inter-group matches as decided by the Cricket Committee. If the Cricket 
committee determines that there shall be groups, it shall also determine the teams in each 
group.  

F1.3  When reference is made in these Bylaws to U16 and/or U14 Grade(s), it shall be taken as 
referring individually to each of the U16 Red, U16 White, U14 Red and U14 White Grades as 
appropriate. 

F1.4  For the purposes of Bylaw M1 (in particular), the ñRedò Grades shall be considered higher 
than the ñWhite Gradesò 

F2. Minor Round 

F2.1  The teams in each Grade shall, except when otherwise determined by the Cricket 
Committee, play matches in the Minor Round in the order shown in tables prepared for the 
appropriate number of teams. 

F2.2  The Programme Committee may program a ñspareò weekend or weekends in any or all 
Grades, such weekend to be used as a replacement date should any round prior to that time 
be totally abandoned in any Grade.   

(a) Only matches in Grades in which the round was totally abandoned shall be 
rescheduled.   

(b) Should more than one round be abandoned in a Grade to which this provision 
applies, the Programme Committee shall normally reschedule the first such 
abandoned round; however, if there have been multiple abandoned rounds in 
different Grades it may be necessary to vary this principle. 

(c) In such a rescheduled match, no player who played in a higher Grade in the 
preceding match (or is playing in a higher grade match in progress) may participate 
in the rescheduled match without a permit from the Permit Committee, who shall 
consider the application under the appropriate principles of Bylaws E1, E2 and M1.4 
to M1.8  . 

F3. Major Round 

F3.1  In each of the A, B, C, D, U16, U14 and Womenôs Grades (comprising of five or more 
teams), the four teams leading on points at the completion of the Minor Round of matches 
shall compete in a Major Round to decide the premiership. 

¶ Semi-Finals: 1 v 4 and 2 v 3 

¶ Finals: Winners of Semi-Finals. 

F3.2  If a preliminary final has been programmed in A Grade, the four teams leading on points at 
the completion of the Minor Round shall compete in a Major Round as follows: 

¶ 1st Semi-Final: 3 v 4 

¶ 2nd Semi-Final: 1 v 2 

¶ Preliminary Final: Loser of 2nd Semi-Final v Winner of 1st Semi-Final 

¶ Grand Final: Winner of 2nd Semi-Final v Winner of Preliminary Final.  
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F3.3  In Womenôs Grades comprising less than five teams, the three teams leading on points at 
the completion of the Minor Round shall compete in a Major Round as follows 

¶ Semi-Final: 2 v 3 

¶ Grand Final: Minor Premiers v Winner of Semi-Final. 

F3.4  In the XXXX Gold Cup, BankSA Shield and Ray Sutton Shield Competitions the team 
leading on points in each group shall play in a Semi-Final against the team second on points 
in the other group. The winners of the Semi-Finals shall play in a Grand Final to determine 
the winner of the Competition. 

In the XXXX Gold Twenty/20 Cup Competition, the team leading on points in each group 
shall play in a Final to determine the winner of the Competition. 

F3.5  In the BankSA Shield and Ray Sutton Shield if the match is abandoned in the Grand Final, 
the two teams shall be the joint winners of the Competition 

F3.6  In all Grades except the XXXX Gold Cup, BankSA Shield and Ray Sutton Shield,  

(a) If a first innings win is not achieved within the times allowed due to the match being 
abandoned, or 

(b) If a tie occurs in a Semi- or Preliminary-Final match; 

Then the team finishing higher on the premiership table at the end of the Minor 
Round shall be declared the winner, except as provided in clause F6 below.   

(c) If a tie occurs in a Grand Final, the two teams shall be joint winners of the 
Competition. 

For the purposes of this clause: 

(i) In the A-Grade Grand Final, the winner of the 2nd Semi-Final shall be considered 
the higher placed team; 

(ii) in the BankSA Shield the team which led its group shall be assumed to have 
finished higher on the premiership table. 

F3.7  In the XXXX Gold Cup if a tie (as defined in Bylaw G26.1(b)) occurs or a result is not 
achieved in a Semi-Final match, the match shall, where practical, be reprogrammed by the 
Programme Committee and replayed. 

The Cricket Committee may subsequently review the decision where practicable before the 
match has been replayed, or the Grand Final has been played. 

If the match cannot be reprogrammed and a result achieved, the team which led its group 
shall be declared the winner. 

(a) If a first innings win is not achieved within the times allowed due to the match being 
abandoned in the Grand Final, the match shall be reprogrammed by the Programme 
Committee and replayed. 

(b) If a tie occurs in the Grand Final, the two teams shall be joint winners of the 
Competition. 

F3.8  The Preliminary and Grand Finals in A Grade shall be played on Adelaide Oval, and the 
Womenôs A Grade on Adelaide No 2 ground, where possible. All other major round matches 
shall be played on grounds as determined by the Programme Committee under guidelines 
established by the Cricket Committee. 

F3.9  The final position of A, B, C, D, U16 and U14 Grade teams below fourth position shall be as 
at the end of the Minor Round. 

F3.10  A Grade Only: 

(a) A ñreserve weekendò shall be programmed following the weekend of the Grand 
Final. 

(b) If the State team is playing in a Semi-Final or Final match which coincides with the 
Semi-Final Round or Preliminary Final, then that match (or those matches) and any 
following matches may, at the discretion of the Programme Committee (in 
conjunction with the Chairman of the Cricket Committee), be played on the dates 
programmed for the next round, and the Grand Final shall be played on the dates of 
the reserve weekend. 
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(c) If the State team is playing in a match which coincides with the Grand Final, and 
the playing dates of the Grand Final have not already been put back on account of 
the Semi-Final round or Preliminary Final being deferred as above, then the Grand 
Final may, at the discretion of the Programme Committee (in conjunction with the 
Chairman of the Cricket Committee), be played on the dates of the reserve 
weekend. 

(d) If the Grand Final is abandoned without play on each of the scheduled 2 days, and 
the match has not already been deferred under this Bylaw, the match shall be 
played on the reserve weekend. 

F4. Match Results 

F4.1  If two innings are not completed, a match shall be decided on the first innings.  Should a first 
innings result not be achieved, the result shall be a draw. 

XXXX Gold Cup, BankSA Shield matches and matches in the A, B, C and D Grade 
Competitions played under XXXX Gold1-Day Limited Over Conditions shall be played over 
one innings of each team only.   

In the event of what would otherwise be a tie in such a match, the team which has lost the 
lesser number of wickets shall be deemed to have won the match; a tie shall only be 
recorded in the event that the wickets lost by each team are equal. 

F4.2  In a two-innings match, a first innings tie shall be recorded when the scores are equal at the 
conclusion of that innings, but only if the side batting second has completed its innings. 

F5. Programme of Matches 

F5.1  The Programme Committee will prepare a match programme before each season, this 
programme being subject to confirmation by the Cricket Committee. 

F5.2  Following confirmation by the Cricket Committee, changes to the programme may be made 
only under the following procedures: 

(a) The Cricket Committee may alter the date or ground of any individual match. 

(b) The Programme Committee may alter the date or ground of any individual match, 
or may if it so decides recommend such change to the Cricket Committee. 

(c) In Grades below B Grade, the Grade Cricket Coordinator and the Chairman of the 
Programme Committee may make such change if it is unreasonable, considering 
the time available for the decision and the relative importance of the decision, for the 
entire Cricket Committee to endorse such change. 

(d) Should a change to an entire round of matches be required in any Grade, such 
change may be made by the Programme Committee if only Grades below B Grade 
are involved. Changes of this type which involve A or B Grades may normally be 
made only by the Cricket Committee, and the Programme Committee may only 
make such change if it is impractical (in the opinion of the Chairman of the Cricket 
Committee) to refer the matter to the Cricket Committee. 

(e) A change of date/grounds for an entire round of matches in a Grade may be made 
under the above clause even if the first day of all matches in a Grade in a round has 
already been abandoned. 

(f) In BankSA Shield matches, the Grade Cricket Coordinator may alter the ground of 
any individual match. 

F6. Forfeits 

F6.1  Should a Club be forced (or deemed) to forfeit in one or more of the Grades A, B or C, then 
all teams of that Club in lower Grades (to D Grade) in the same round shall also be deemed 
to have forfeited. The same provision shall apply separately in respect of the two U16 
Grades, and again separately in the two Under 14 Grades. In exceptional circumstances 
beyond the control of the Club (other than a shortage of players) the Cricket Committee may 
vary the application of this clause. 
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F6.2  Any team forfeiting a match shall, at the discretion of the Cricket Committee, be fined an 
amount of: 

(a) A Grade and XXXX Gold 1-Day Competition: $400.00 

(b) B Grade: $300.00 

(c) C Grade: $200.00 

(d) D, BankSA Shield, U16 (Red and White), U14 (Red and White), and Ray Sutton 
Shield Grades: $100.00  

(e) Womenôs A Grade: $100 

provided that the total fines for a Club in any round of matches (excluding XXXX Gold Cup 
matches) shall not exceed $400.00. 
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SECTION G - GENERAL PLAYING CONDITIONS 

Laws of Cricket 

Except as varied hereunder, the Laws of Cricket shall apply. 

For the purposes of these Playing Conditions all references under the Laws of Cricket to 
óGoverning Bodyô shall be replaced with the Grade Cricket Coordinator 

G1. Minimum number of Players 

Play shall not commence on any day of a match unless at least nine members of each team 
are present.  The umpires shall report any delay in the start for this reason and in addition: 

(a) If a team does not have at least 9 (7 for Womenôs Grades) members present within 
30 minutes after the time scheduled for the commencement of play, that team shall 
be deemed to have forfeited the match.   

(b) It is the captainôs responsibility to notify the umpires if, on any day of the match, at 
least 9 of his/her nominated players are not present for the start, or resumption on 
the second day, of the match.  Failure to do so will result in: 

(i) the match being forfeited, and 

(ii) the umpires reporting the captain (which will be dealt with under Bylaw B3.1). 

(c) Umpires are not required to conduct a formal count of players present on each day, 
or at each match, but should do so if they have any doubts as to compliance with 
this Bylaw, or if requested by the Captain or team/club management of the opposing 
team. 

Note:  Every endeavour should be made to commence matches promptly at the scheduled 
time. Umpires must advise the captains five minutes before the scheduled commencement 
of play that they are about to take up their positions on the field 

G2. Teamsheets. (Law 1.2) 

In all matches played under these Bylaws, teamsheets approved and supplied by the SACA 
must be completed and the following procedures followed:  

G2.1  Each captain, before the toss for innings, must hand to the other captain a completed and 
signed teamsheet unambiguously naming the eleven players in the team (11 or 12 players in 
BankSA Shield, U16, U14 matches and Womenôs C Grade) and for Menôs A Grade the 
home team sheet must include the name of the official who will chair a review of umpiring, 
ground etc. in the match. If this named official is unable to be present on the second day of a 
two day match, then the umpires must be notified of a replacement at the earliest convenient 
time. If player replacements under Bylaw E2.2 are intended, the teamsheet must be 
completed as detailed in that Bylaw.  Only the currently approved SACA teamsheet may be 
used (a fine of $50.00 will be incurred on each occasion a non-compliant teamsheet is used, 
in addition to other potential penalties for failing to comply with the Bylaws in relation to 
naming of teams and replacements). 

Except in U14 and Ray Sutton Shield Grades, the teamsheet must clearly indicate the age 
(in years) at September 1st in the current season of every player aged under 19 at that date. 

G2.2  Each captain, on receiving the completed teamsheet of the other team, must sign it and pass 
it to the umpires officiating in the match, who must forward it to the SACA with their match 
report. 

G2.3  Each captain has a responsibility to ensure that he/she both gives and receives a teamsheet 
before the toss. 

G2.4  The match shall not commence until the umpires have received the teamsheets completed 
and signed as above. 

G2.5  Should any player replacement under Bylaw E2.3 (replacement after the commencement of 
the match) occur, the procedures in Bylaw E2.3(k) must be followed. 

G2.6  If there are no SACA umpires officiating in the match, the captains must instead pass the 
signed teamsheets to the Scorers acting in the match, who must forward them to the SACA 
with the scoring return. 
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G2.7  If the umpires do not receive the teamsheets completed and signed as above before the 
time at which they would normally take the field (5 minutes before play is to commence), or if 
the procedures set out above are not followed in any way, the team or teams responsible 
shall each be liable to a fine of $50.00, at the discretion of the Cricket Committee. Umpires 
must note all such occurrences on their match report.   

G3. Substitutes   (Law 2.5) 

G3.1  The umpires, under Law 2.1(a), shall permit a substitute player, when they are satisfied that 
a player is absent due to his/her attending an examination held under the auspices of an 
educational or vocational institution or authority.  In such cases, the absent player must 
make every effort to minimise the duration of his/her absence from the field.  Provided 
he/she does this, the restriction of Law 2.5(c) regarding restriction from bowling for a period 
after his/her return shall not apply. 

G4. Play During Times not Originally Scheduled 

In any match during which play continues at times other than those originally scheduled for 
the match, then during such periods of play: 

(a) A substitute fieldsman will be permitted for any player unable to attend. 

(b) A batsman who is unable to resume his/her innings when required, or who must 
interrupt his/her innings, will be permitted to resume his/her innings (subject to usual 
restrictions), subject to first notifying the opposing captain before commencement of 
play, but without requiring his/her permission. 

Examples of periods during which this Bylaw will apply include: 

¶ play continuing beyond the time scheduled for the conclusion of play on any day; 

¶ play commencing earlier on the second day because the match has become a 1-
day match after the abandonment of the first day; 

¶ play on the 3rd day of an A Grade Major Round match. 

G5. Player returning without Permission (Law 2.6(iii)) 

The Clause 2.6(iii) in the Laws of Cricket shall be deleted to remove the requirement for a 
report to be lodged (penalty runs still apply). 

G6. Matches with only one SACA-appointed Umpire 

When there is only one SACA-appointed umpire, and no other accredited umpire, he/she 
shall officiate at the bowlerôs end at all times.  The person who officiates at the strikerôs end 
shall be subject to direction by the SACA-appointed umpire.  Such direction may include an 
instruction to withdraw a no-ball call, and/or an instruction that the strikerôs end umpire not 
make certain no ball decisions.  In extreme circumstances, the SACA-appointed umpire may 
require that the other umpire be replaced. 

G7. Fitness of Ground,  

Weather and Light (Law 3.8) - Suspension of Play for Adverse Conditions of Ground, 
Weather or Light (Law 3.9) 

Add the following to Law 3.8: 

(a) If conditions during a rain stoppage improve and the rain is reduced to drizzle, the 
umpires must consider if they would have suspended play in the first place under 
similar conditions. If the on-field umpires agree that the current drizzle would not 
have caused a stoppage, then play shall resume immediately. In these 
circumstances the provisions of Laws 3.9 (b) (i) and 3.9 (c) (i) shall not apply. 
However, should the umpires be of the opinion that a resumption of play under 
these circumstances would contribute to worsening ground conditions, they will 
resume play only with the approval of both captains. 

(b) The fact that the grass and ball are wet and slippery does not warrant the ground 
conditions being regarded as unreasonable or dangerous. If the umpires consider 
the ground is so wet or slippery as to deprive the bowler of a reasonable foothold, 
the fielders the power of free movement, or the batsmen the ability to play their 
shots and run between the wickets, then these conditions shall be regarded as so 
bad that it would be unreasonable for play to take place. 
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(c) The umpires shall disregard any shadow on the pitch from the stadium or from any 
permanent object on the ground.  If a shadow from the fielder falls across the 
strikers half of the pitch, the fielder must remain stationary from the time the bowler 
commences his/her run up until the striker has received the ball. In the event of a 
fielder moving before the striker receives the ball, the umpire shall call and signal 
óDead ballô if he/she considers the striker has been disadvantaged by the action. 
The provisions of Laws 23.5(a) and (b) shall apply as to whether any additional 
delivery is to be allowed. 

G8. Correctness of Scores (Law 3.15 and 4.2) 

The Umpires shall write the score and the name of the scorers on the match return at the 
completion of the match. 

G9. The Ball (Law 5.1) 

A new Kookaburra four-piece ball (156 gm) approved by the umpires acting in the match 
shall be used in the first innings. A new or good used ball, as approved by the umpires, shall 
be used at the option of the fielding side in the second innings. 

Exemptions: 

(a) In U14 matches, a Kookaburra two-piece ball (156 gm) approved by the umpires 
acting in the match shall be used (Bylaw H3.5(a)). 

(b) In Ray Sutton Shield matches, a Kookaburra two-piece ball (142 gm) approved by 
the umpires acting in the match shall be used (Bylaw H3.6 (a)). 

(c) In Womenôs matches, a Kookaburra two-piece ball (142 gm) approved by the 
umpires acting in the match shall be used (Bylaw H1.5). 

G10.  Approval and control of the ball (Law 5.2) 

The umpires shall retain possession of the match ball(s) throughout the duration of the 
match when play is not actually taking place.  During play, umpires shall periodically and 
irregularly inspect the condition of the ball and shall retain possession of it at the fall of a 
wicket, a drinks interval or any other disruption in play 

G11.  Taking of New Ball  (Law 5.3 and 5.4) 

Menôs Grades 
A new ball may, at the option of the fielding side, be taken at any time after 75 overs have 
been bowled in the present innings with the old one, except in the first innings of either 
team in minor round matches in Grades below A Grade, when no new ball may be taken. 

G12.  Replacement of Ball. (in addition to Law 5.5)   

In the event of a ball becoming wet and soggy as a result of play continuing in inclement 
weather or it being affected by dew, and, in the opinion of the umpires, being unfit for play, 
the ball may be replaced by a ball that has had a similar amount of wear. Either bowler or 
batsmen may raise the matter with the umpires and the umpiresô decision as to a 
replacement or otherwise will be final. 

G13.  The Bat  (Law 6) 

In addition to Law 6.1, the blade of the bat shall have a conventional flat face. 

The use of bats with a graphite label on the back has been deemed illegal by the MCC. A 
moratorium of three years will be allowed for players to either remove this label or replace 
the bat.  Such bats will not be allowed after the 2008/09 season. 

The use of bats with carbon fibre handles has been deemed illegal by the MCC.  Such bats 
will not be allowed after the 2008/09 season. 

G14.  The Wickets (Law 8) 

The use of stumps with metal shoes is prohibited. 

G15.  Preparation and Maintenance of the Playing Area (Law 10) 

G15.1  Preparation of the Pitch and Ground 

(a) During Minor Round matches the pitch may only be swept, watered, mown and/or 
rolled prior to play on each day allotted for play.  In Major Round matches, any work 
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carried out after the commencement of play in the match must be at the direction of 
the umpires after consultation with the Curator. 

(b) Every endeavour should be made to ensure that the ground is mown on the day 
prior to each dayôs play (or the same number of days before each playing day) in 
matches of two or more days. 

(c) Except in matches played on neutral grounds, the Home Club shall be responsible 
for ground and pitch preparations which provide playing conditions which are as fair 
and reasonable as is practical for both sides on all playing days. 

(d) In the event of a breach of these conditions, either or both umpires should lodge a 
report with the Grade Cricket Coordinator as soon as practical, and no later than 48 
hours following the scheduled end of play on the day the breach occurred or 
preceded. 

Umpires may also forward comments about unsatisfactory conditions, which they 
consider insufficient to warrant a report. 

(e) If a Club considers these conditions have been breached, it may lodge with the 
Grade Cricket Coordinator, as soon as practicable, and through the Club Secretary 
(or, in his/her absence, with the approval of the Clubôs Executive) a written protest. 
Unless such protest is received by the Grade Cricket Coordinator within 48 hours 
following the scheduled end of that dayôs play, then although the protest may still be 
investigated, no variation to match result or points will be permitted. 

(f) On receipt of such a report or protest, if the Grade Cricket Coordinator and the 
Chairman of the Cricket Committee (or the Deputy Chairman, if the Chairmanôs Club 
is involved), agree that the matter is insignificant, the breach shall be disregarded, 
other than a report being made to the next scheduled meeting of the Cricket 
Committee. 

In all other cases, the non-compliance shall be referred to the Grounds Tribunal 
under Bylaw B5. 

(g) In the case of comments on conditions received from umpires, the Grade Cricket 
Coordinator shall have the right to upgrade such comments to a report to the 
Tribunal should he/she consider it warranted, and may take into account in making 
this decision any trend or repetition of such comments. 

G16.  Covering the Pitch (Law 11) 

The use of covers in matches not encompassed within this Bylaw is controlled by the 
provisions of Bylaw G17. 

G16.1  Matches in which Covers MUST be Used: Minor Round 

(a) Each Club must provide pitch covers and a sponge water-removing roller at its 
main (A Grade) ground, and the SACA must provide these at neutral grounds used 
in A and B Grades. 

(b) Covers as provided in the previous clause must be used in all A and B Grade and 
XXXX Gold Cup matches, and in BankSA Shield matches when these are 
scheduled at A Grade grounds.  If a match is programmed at a ground without 
covers, the home team in the match must make arrangements for the availability of 
covers for the match. 

G16.2  Provisions Relating to the Use of Covers 

(a) Covers must be at least 12 feet wide and 110 feet long, and must comply with such 
minimum standards of construction (including material, hoses and edging) as may 
be determined by the Cricket Committee. 

In addition, a hessian underlay at least 11 feet wide and 70 feet long must be 
provided. 

Covers traditionally used at the Adelaide and Adelaide No. 2 Ovals may also be 
used. 

(b) Prior to the time stipulated in the following clause, the use of the covers will be at 
the option of the Club or ground authority; however, such use shall be consistent 
throughout the season, and independent of the state of any match or Club positions. 
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(c) (i.) On the day preceding each playing day, the covers must be placed on the pitch 
and bowlers run-ups not later than dusk (and no earlier than necessary if weather 
conditions are fine). However, the placement of the covers may be deferred if the 
weather is fine, work on the ground or pitch is in progress and ground staff are 
available to place the covers after such work, or immediately if weather conditions 
should change. In all circumstances, the covers must be placed on the pitch by 
the time the ground staff, or others responsible for their placement, leave the 
precincts of the ground. 

(ii) The Grade Cricket Coordinator may grant an exemption to clause (i) if the 
weather forecast indicates no possibility of rain.  In addition, in exceptional 
circumstances, a Club which believes that the placing of covers on the pitch 
would be detrimental to the fitness of the pitch on the following day may seek an 
exemption to clause (i). The exemptions referred to in this clause may be granted 
with whatever conditions the Grade Cricket Coordinator decides, and must be 
sought/granted not later than 4pm on the day prior to play.  

(iii) In matches on consecutive days, all such exemptions following the first dayôs play 
(or abandonment) shall be in the hands of the umpires rather than the Grade 
Cricket Coordinator. 

(d) The dry hessian underlay must always be laid on the pitch before the covers are 
placed (to absorb sweating), unless it becomes wet, in which case it must not be 
used. 

(e) On the morning of the match the covers must be removed no later than 8.30 AM, if 
weather conditions permit; otherwise, they must be removed as soon as conditions 
subsequently permit. 

(f) On the day of the match prior to the arrival at the ground of the umpires, the covers 
must be placed and/or removed, as conditions require; it is the home Club which is 
responsible for ensuring these actions are carried out as required. (In the case of 
neutral grounds, the first named Club in the Programme of Matches shall have this 
responsibility in relation to all days of the match, and the evening prior to each 
playing day.) 

(g) Once the umpires arrive at the match, the further placement or removal of the 
covers shall be subject to their direction. Players from either or both teams may be 
requested by the umpires to undertake or assist with this work, and if requested 
must perform such work. The umpires must not participate in the actual placement 
or removal of the covers. 

(h) Should the need for rapid covering of the pitch arise during play, the use of the 
hessian underlay may be dispensed with at the umpiresô discretion. 

(i) If play in the match is to continue on either of the following two days, then the 
covers must be placed on the pitch after play is concluded (under the same 
provisions as in clause (c) above). 

(j) Whenever the covers are to be removed, and there is water lying on top of the 
covers, this water must first be removed using the sponge roller referred to in clause 
G16.1(a).  If this roller is unavailable, this must be reported to the SACA by the 
umpires in their Match Report. 

G16.3  Non-compliance with these Provisions 

(a) In the event of any failure to comply with the provisions of this Bylaw, it shall be the 
responsibility of any Club aware of such failure, and of the umpires, should they be 
aware, to lodge a written report to the Grade Cricket Coordinator as soon as 
practical, and no later than 48 hours following the scheduled end of that dayôs play. 

(b) Unless such protest is received by the Grade Cricket Coordinator within 48 hours 
following the scheduled end of that dayôs play, then, although the protest may still be 
investigated, no variation to match result or points will be permitted. 

(c) Umpires should report any alleged material failure, even though they themselves 
may have no direct evidence of a breach. 

(d) On receipt of such a report or protest, the Grade Cricket Coordinator and the 
Chairman of the Cricket Committee (or the Deputy Chairman, if the Chairmanôs Club 
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is involved), agree that the matter is insignificant, the breach shall be disregarded, 
other than a report being made to the next scheduled meeting of the Cricket 
Committee. 

(e) In all other cases, the non-compliance shall be referred to the Grounds Tribunal 
under Bylaw B5. 

G17.  Covering the Pitch: Other Matches 

In matches other than those provided for in Bylaw G16, no portion of the ground or pitch may 
be covered after 5pm on the day preceding any playing day, nor on such playing day. 

G18.  Adverse Weather Conditions 

G18.1  In the event of inclement weather, the Grade Cricket Coordinator is empowered, after 
inspection of various grounds, to call off play for the day, in any or all Grades, in matches 
that have not previously commenced. In making this decision the Grade Cricket Coordinator 
shall consult with the Chairman of the Cricket Committee (or Deputy in the unavailability of 
the Chairman) and the General Manager Cricket. Such a decision shall be announced over 
radio stations, and will be available on 1900-950-598, in each case not later than 90 minutes 
before the scheduled commencement of any match. 

G18.2  In all other cases, the fitness of the pitch, ground, weather and light for play shall be decided 
by the umpires acting in accordance with Laws 3.8 and 3.9 of the Laws of Cricket (including 
the additions to Law 3.8 specified in Bylaw G7). 

G18.3  Before commencement of play on any day, umpires must see that any necessary steps are 
taken to improve the ground or pitch with a view to expediting play, and must not draw 
stumps until the hour fixed by the rules for the conclusion of the dayôs play unless satisfied 
that there is no possibility of play. 

G18.4  If, in the opinion of the umpires, play would cause damage to the pitch or adjacent pitch 
areas which would seriously affect the pitch in future matches, they should not allow play 
until such damage is unlikely to occur. 

G19.  Excessive Heat 

(a) The Grade Cricket Coordinator shall have the discretionary power under the SACA 
Heat Policy to cancel all play in all matches in a Grade or Grades on a particular day 
when it is anticipated that the weather will be excessively hot.  For a scheduled 2-
Day match, this may be either the first or the second day. 

(b) The Grade Cricket Coordinator shall have the discretionary power under the SACA 
Heat Policy to vary the start time and/or the number of overs to be bowled in any 
particular match, or in all matches in a particular grade, when it is anticipated that 
the weather will be excessively hot. 

(c) In making a decision in this regard, the Grade Cricket Coordinator shall refer to the 
policy guidelines last approved by the Cricket Committee (Bylaw A15), which may 
differ between grades and shall consult with the Chairman of the Cricket Committee 
(or Deputy in the unavailability of the Chairman) and the General Manager Cricket. 
The Grade Cricket Coordinator may also consult with any persons he/she believes 
can assist him/her. 

(d) The Grade Cricket Coordinator may make a decision to cancel play at any time 
prior to the day of play, or on the day in time to have a message on the SACAôs re-
corded information service (1900-950-598) by 9 AM on the day of play. Every effort 
shall also be made to have the decision announced over radio stations. 

G20.  Drinks 

In hot weather, it shall be permissible with the approval of the umpires for drinks to be taken 
twice in each session, and in excessively hot weather, drinks breaks may be arranged such 
that periods of play between intervals (including drinks) are reduced to not less than 35 
minutes.  In addition, any player(s) whom an umpire considers is indisposed or unduly 
affected by the heat shall be permitted to receive a drink between overs or at any other 
break in play, provided the time taken is minimised, and that the umpires are entirely 
satisfied that no time is deliberately wasted 
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An individual player may be given a drink either on the boundary edge or at the fall of a 
wicket, on the field, provided that no playing time is wasted.  No other drinks shall be taken 
onto the field without the permission of the Umpires. Any player taking drinks onto the field 
shall be dressed in proper cricket attire. 

G21.  Drying of Pitch and Ground 

(a) Prior to tossing for choice of innings, the artificial drying of the pitch and outfield 
shall be at the discretion of the groundsman. Thereafter and throughout the match 
the drying of the outfield may be undertaken at any time by the groundsman, but the 
drying of the affected area of the pitch shall be carried out only on the instructions 
and under the supervision of the umpires. The umpires shall be empowered to have 
the pitch dried without reference to the captains at any time they are of the opinion 
that it is unfit for play. 

(b) The umpires may instruct the groundsman to use any available equipment, 
including any roller for the purpose of drying the pitch and making it fit for play. 

Note: an absorbent roller may be used to remove water from the covers including the cover 
on the match pitch. 

G22.  Start of Play- Cessation of Play (Law 16) 

G22.1  Law of Cricket 16.6, 16.7 and 16.8 - Last Hour of the Match - shall not apply in any matches 
played under these Bylaws. 

G22.2  All other provisions of Law 16 (Start of Play; Cessation of Play) of the Laws of Cricket will 
apply in their entirety in all matches unless expressly overridden. 

G22.3  Except in matches played under 1-Day Limited Over Conditions, when a first innings result 
has been reached, the match must continue until the scheduled conclusion of the match, 
unless both captains agree that no further result can be achieved, when play may be 
terminated, provided that: 

(a) in Minor Round matches other than those in the last minor round, this decision must 
not be made more than two hours before the scheduled conclusion of the match; 

(b) in matches in the last Minor Round, this decision may be made at the time 
scheduled for the lunch interval (where applicable) or the tea interval otherwise, on 
the final day, provided that the umpires also agree that no further result can be 
achieved; 

(c) in Major Round matches, this decision must not be made while more than one 
dayôs scheduled play remains. 

G22.4  If, on any day of a match, play has not commenced 30 minutes prior to a scheduled interval, 
such interval shall not be taken 

G22.5  If, for any reason other than time lost due to pitch, ground, weather or light conditions, play 
does not begin at the time scheduled for each dayôs play, or the resumption after any 
interval, the umpires shall order play to continue beyond the normal time for drawing stumps 
on the day on which the loss of time occurred up to the extent of such time lost, and the 
team or teams responsible for the delay shall incur a fine of $50.00.  The Cricket Committee 
shall have the discretion to waive this fine should the delay not exceed 5 minutes 

G23.  Practice on Pitch Forbidden  (Law 17) 

Law 17.1 shall apply, with clause 17.1(a) being amended to read:  

There shall be no bowling or batting practice on the pitch, or on the area parallel and 
immediately adjacent to the pitch, or anywhere on the square, at any time on any day of the 
match prior to the conclusion of the match. 

G24.  Use of Pitch on Day of Match 

(a) In A and B Grades, and the XXXX Gold Cup, no other matches, including junior 
matches, may be played on the same pitch on the same day prior to a match played 
under these Bylaws, unless approved by the Program Committee. 

(b) No trial matches may be played on a pitch on the same day as, and prior to, a 
match played under these Bylaws in any Grade.  
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(c) Any Club breaching this clause shall be liable to a fine of $100.00 at the discretion 
of the Cricket Committee. 

G25.  Boundaries   (Law 19) 

Definition of Playing Boundaries 

(a) Grounds on which the playing area is not enclosed by a fence must have the 
scoring boundary thereof defined by a clearly visible continuous white line with 
cones or other raised markers fixed or placed at intervals of not more than 20 
metres on such line. 

(b) When the boundary is marked by a fence, and a gutter immediately inside the 
fence, the inner edge of the gutter is the boundary line. 

(c) It is recommended that playing areas be approximately 150 metres long and 130 
metres wide 

Note:  See special conditions for Womenôs and Ray Sutton Shield Grades - SECTION H 

(d) Sightscreens shall be provided at both ends of all A Grade grounds. 

G26.  The Result  (Law 21)   

G26.1  Match Results 

(a) If two innings are not completed, a match shall be decided on the first innings.  
Should a first innings result not be achieved, the result shall be a draw. 

(b) XXXX Gold Cup, BankSA Shield and matches in the A and B Grade Competitions 
played under 1-Day Limited Over Conditions shall be played over one innings of 
each team only.  

In the event of what would otherwise be a tie in such a match, the team which has 
lost the lesser number of wickets shall be deemed to have won the match; a tie shall 
only be recorded in the event that the wickets lost by each team are equal. 

(c) In a two-innings match, a first innings tie shall be recorded when the scores are 
equal at the conclusion of that innings, but only if the side batting second has 
completed its innings. 

(d) Penalty Points incurred under provisions of Bylaw I6 shall be deducted from 
Premiership and Performance Point accumulations. 

G27.  Premiership Points 

G27.1  The following points shall be awarded in all grades. 

 
First innings win, no further result 15 points 

First innings loss, no further result 0 points 

First innings tie, no further result 7.5 points each 

Outright win after 1st innings win 20 points 

Outright win after 1st innings loss 10 points 

Outright loss after 1st innings win 15 points 

Outright win after 1st innings tie 12.5 points 

Outright loss after 1st innings tie 7.5 points 

Outright tie after 1st innings win 15 points 

Outright tie after 1st innings loss 5 points 

Outright tie after 1st innings tie 10 points each 

 
G27.2  A forfeit shall count as a win to the team receiving the forfeit: 

(a) A, B, C, D, U16, U14, Ray Sutton Shield and Womenôs A, B and C Grades 

Any team on receiving a forfeit in a match shall be awarded the maximum number of 
points (match and performance) gained by any team of the same grade in the same 
round of matches. 
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Refer to Bylaw F6.1 for consequent forfeits in lower grades and to Bylaw F6.2 for fines 
that may be imposed. 

(b) XXXX Gold Cup and BankSA Shield  

15 Points. 

G27.3  Drawn Matches (i.e. any match, including totally abandoned matches, in which a first 
innings result is not achieved): 7.5 Points to each team (in addition to any Performance 
points). 

G27.4  Performance Points shall be awarded throughout each 

(a)  A, B, C, D, Grades  

(i) 0.01 for each run scored in the first innings only 

(ii) 0.30 for each wicket taken in the first innings only 

(b) U16, U14 and Ray Sutton Matches, Womenôs A, B and C Grades 

(i) 0.01 for each run scored in first and second innings. 

(ii) 0.20 for each wicket taken in first and second innings. 

G28.  Minor Round Positions 

G28.1  The relative positions of teams in each Grade shall be determined by the aggregate 
Premiership, Performance and Penalty Points where applicable. 

G28.2  In Grades other than the XXXX Gold Cup and BankSA Shield Grade, if two or more teams 
gain the same number of points, their relative positions shall be determined by averages. For 
the purposes of ascertaining averages the following system shall be adopted: 

(a) the batting average for a team shall be obtained by dividing the total number of runs 
scored by the total number of wickets lost; 

(b) the batting average against a team shall be obtained by dividing the total number of 
runs scored against it by the total number of wickets taken; 

(c) the former shall be divided by the latter, and the team having the higher quotient 
shall be considered to have the better performance. 

G28.3  In the XXXX Gold Cup and BankSA Shield, if two or more teams gain the same number of 
Premiership points, their relative positions shall be determined by net run rate. 

(a) In a match which does not achieve a result, the scores are ignored for run-rate 
purposes. 

(b) A teamôs net run rate is calculated by deducting from the average runs per over 
scored by that team throughout the competition, the average runs per over scored 
against that team throughout the competition. That is: calculation of net run rate = 
Team run rate less Opponent run rate. 

(c) If a team is all out in less than its full quota of overs, the calculation of its net run 
rate shall be based on the full quota of overs to which it would have been entitled, 
and not the number of overs in which the team was dismissed. 

G29.  The Over ï Part Overs 

Any part over shall be considered to be a full over for calculations in these by laws. 

G30.  The Over - Bowling Over Limitations  

Applies to 2-Day, 1-Day and 1-Day Limited Over Matches 

G30.1  Maximum Overs for Medium and Pace Bowlers Aged Under 19 (Law 22) 

(a) Definitions  

(i) Bowling Type: Bowlers of medium pace or faster (as determined by the umpires 
and broadly defined as one to whom the wicket-keeper would normally stand 
back, or one who is not considered a slow bowler). The umpires shall immediately 
notify the captains of both sides of each bowler who they determine should be 
treated differently to this broad definition.  

(ii) Players Age: The playerôs age shall be determined as their age on 1st September 
preceding each cricket season (ie. Under-19 players will be 17 or 18 on 1st 
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September; Under-17 players will be 14, 15 or 16 on 1st September etc.) and the 
appropriate bowling limitations shall apply for the entire season. 

(b) Notification 

The team captain must indicate to the umpires on the team sheet each player to whom 
this playing condition applies and indicate their age. 

(c) Bowling Limitations 

Bowling limitations apply at the following ages for all Grades: 

(i) Under-19: 

A maximum spell of eight (8) consecutive overs. 

A maximum daily allocation of twenty (20) overs. 

(ii) Under-17: 

A maximum spell of six (6) consecutive overs. 

A maximum daily allocation of sixteen (16) overs. 

(iii) Under-15: 

A maximum spell of six (6) consecutive overs. 

A maximum daily allocation of twelve (12) overs. 

(d) Length of Break 

(i) The break between spells is to be a minimum of 60 minutes (including the lunch 
and tea interval and any unscheduled breaks in play). 

(ii) A bowler who has bowled a spell of less than the maximum spell permitted for 
his/her age (defined above) may resume bowling prior to the completion of the 
necessary break, but this will be considered an extension of the same spell and 
the maximum spell limit for that age of player shall still apply. Following the 
completion of the extended spell, the normal break of 60 minutes between spells 
will apply and the break within the spell is disregarded. 

(iii) If a change of innings occurs, and a bowler commences bowling in the new 
innings within 60 minutes of bowling in the previous innings, this will be 
considered an extension of the same spell and the maximum spell limit and daily 
limits for that age of player shall still apply. 

(iv) If any interval or interruption in play results in an over not being completed, then 
that part of the over bowled after the break shall constitute one over for the 
purposes of calculating the bowlerôs spell and daily limits. If this over is completed 
at the start of a new dayôs play, the over shall be considered the first over of a 
new spell for that bowler and the first over of the new daily limits.  

Examples (this example assumes that the bowler is aged 16 and bowling fast unless   
       otherwise indicated): 

1. A bowler bowls 4 overs, and is taken off by the captain. He/she is brought back from the 
other end after 15 minutes. He/she may bowl a further 2 overs, after which he/she cannot 
bowl for a least 60 consecutive minutes. 

2. A bowler bowls 5 overs, and is then taken off.  He/she returns to bowl 75 minutes later. 
This is considered a new spell, and he/she can bowl 6 overs in that spell (subject to 
his/her daily limit). 

3. A bowler bowls 4 overs, and the players then take a 40 minute lunch break. He/she 
resumes bowling on resumption (a total of 44 minutes since he last bowled, by the time 
he commences the second over after the interval). He/she can bowl only two more overs 
before being required to have a 60 minute break. 

4. A bowler bowls 4 overs, and the players then take a 40 minute lunch break. He/she then 
waits a further 20 minutes after the break, and resumes bowling. This is the commence-
ment of a new bowling spell, and he/she is permitted to bowl up to 6 overs in this spell 
(subject to his daily limit). 

5. A bowler bowls 6 overs just prior to the end of a day can resume on the next playing day 
with a new bowling spell, and has a limit on that day of 16 overs. 

6. A bowler bowls 10 overs of slow bowling, and then continues his/her spell, but bowls two 
overs of pace bowling. He/she then reverts to slow bowling. He/she is limited to a spell of 
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6 overs from the time he/she commenced pace bowling, after which time a break of 60 
minutes is required before he/she can bowl further. The overs bowled prior to his/her 
pace overs are ignored totally from both his/her ñbowling spellò and daily limits, but 
further overs of slow bowling after his/her pace overs are treated as though they were 
still being bowled at pace. 

 
(e) Change of Bowling Type 

Where a bowler changes between medium pace (or faster) and slow bowling during a 
dayôs play:  

(i) if the bowler begins with medium pace (or faster), the bowler is subject to the 
playing condition throughout the day.  

(ii) if the bowler begins with slow bowling and changes to medium pace (or faster), 
the playing condition applies from the time of the change, and all overs of slow 
bowling bowled prior to the change shall not be taken into account in either the 
current spell or the daily limit.  

(f) Management  

(i) It is the responsibility of the fielding captain to ensure that this playing condition is 
upheld.  The umpires shall not be responsible for maintaining records to enable 
the enforcement of this Bylaw; this is the responsibility of the Scorers in the 
match. Scorers must notify the umpires and fielding captain whenever a bowler 
reaches the maximum number of overs he/she may bowl without a break, and 
must notify the umpires immediately if a bowler starts (or is about to start) an over 
when he/she is not permitted to bowl under this Bylaw. 

(ii) If the umpires become aware of breaches of this playing condition, when the ball 
is dead, they shall direct the captain to take the bowler off forthwith. If applicable, 
the over shall be completed by another bowler who shall have neither bowled the 
previous over nor be allowed to bowl the next over.  

(iii) Should a dispute or uncertainty regarding the application of this playing condition 
occur during play, the umpires shall make the final decision on its application 
based on information available from the scorers or other sources.  

G31.  Over Limitations for all bowlers 

 Maximum no. of overs 
allowed in a day 

1-Day Limited Over Competition 10 

U16 & U14 Two-Day Match 16 

U16  & U14 One-Day Match 8 

Ray Sutton Shield 8 

Womenôs B Grade 10 

Womenôs C Grade 8 

Note 1:  All Matches 

If a bowler completes an over commenced by another bowler, such part over shall count as 
a full over for each when calculating the above limits. 

Note 2:  1- Day and Limited Over Matches only 

If the commencement of play is delayed due to pitch, ground, weather or light conditions, 
and the quota of overs is therefore reduced below 50 (40 in U16, U14 and Womenôs B 
Grades), the limit per bowler shall be revised to equal one-fifth of the quota (rounded down); 
where the quota is not exactly divisible by 5, the limit per bowler shall be one greater than 
that calculated for as many bowlers as necessary (i.e. up to four) to enable the entire quota 
to be bowled by 5 bowlers. 

G32.  No Ball  (Law 24) 

Law 24.1 (b) shall be replaced by the following:  

The bowler may not deliver the ball underarm. If a bowler bowls a ball underarm, the umpire 
shall call and signal No ball.  
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G33.  Judging a Wide (Law 25.1) 

Law 25.1 will apply with the addition of the following: 

If in the umpireôs opinion the bowler is attempting to utilize the rough outside a batsmanôs leg 
stump, or is bowling down the leg side as a negative tactic, the umpire will call and signal 
Wide ball unless the ball passes sufficiently within the reach of the striker for him/her to be 
able to hit it with his/her bat by means of a normal cricket stroke. Refer to Law 25.1 Judging 
a Wide. 

G34.  Fielding the Ball  (Law 41.2(c))  

The Clause 41.2(c) in the Laws of Cricket (Fielding the ball other than with any part of the 
person) shall be deleted to remove the requirement for a report to be lodged (penalty runs 
still apply). 

G35.  Dangerous and Unfair Bowling 

The ICC and Cricket Australia have adopted major changes to Laws 42.6 through 42.8.  
These changes are also adopted by the SACA via this Bylaw; some renumbering of the 
clauses has been carried out to correct inconsistencies in the ICC/Cricket Australia Laws, 
but the wording and result is unchanged 

G35.1  Bowling of fast short-pitched balls.  Refer also to Bylaw H3.4 for matches with Age 
restrictions of Under-16 or lower. 

(a) A bowler shall be limited to two fast short-pitched deliveries per over. 

(b) A fast short-pitched ball is defined as a ball which, after pitching, passes or would 
have passed above shoulder height of the batsman standing upright in his/her 
normal guard position at the crease. 

(c) The umpire at the bowlerôs end shall advise the bowler and the batsman on strike 
when each fast short-pitched delivery has been bowled. 

(d) In addition, for the purpose of this regulation, a ball that passes clearly above head 
height of the batsman, other than a fast short-pitched ball as defined in (b) above, 
that prevents him/her from being able to hit it with his/her bat by means of a normal 
cricket stroke shall be called a Wide and will also count as one of the allowable balls 
above shoulder height for that over. 

(e) In the event of a bowler bowling more than two fast short-pitched deliveries in an 
over as defined in (b) above, the umpire at the bowlerôs end shall call and signal a 
No ball on each occasion. A distinguishing signal shall be used to signify a No ball 
for a fast short-pitched delivery: the umpire shall call and signal "No ball" and then 
tap the head with the other hand. 

(f) If a bowler delivers a third fast short-pitched ball in an over, the umpire, after the 
call of no ball and when the ball is dead, shall caution the bowler, inform the other 
umpire, the captain of the fielding side and the batsmen at the wicket of what has 
occurred. This caution shall apply throughout the innings. 

(g) If there is a second instance of the bowler being no balled in the innings for bowling 
more than two fast short-pitched deliveries in an over, the umpire shall advise the 
bowler that this is his/her final warning for the innings.  The umpire will also inform 
the other umpire, the captain of the fielding side and the batsmen at the wicket of 
what has occurred. 

(h) Should there be any further instance by the same bowler in that innings, the umpire 
shall call and signal no ball and when the ball is dead direct the captain to take the 
bowler off forthwith. If necessary, the over shall be completed by another bowler, 
who shall neither have bowled the previous over nor be allowed to bowl the next 
over. 

(i) The bowler thus taken off shall not be allowed to bowl again in that innings. 

(j) The umpire will report the occurrence to the other umpire, the batsmen at the 
wicket and as soon as possible to the captain of the batting side. 

(k) The umpires will then report the matter to the Grade Cricket Coordinator, who will 
refer the report to the Commissioner to take such action as is considered 
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appropriate against the captain and the bowler concerned. (Refer also to Law 42.1 
Fair and Unfair Play - Responsibility of the Captains.) 

G35.2  Bowling of high full pitched balls.  Refer also to Bylaw H3.4 for matches with Age 
restrictions of Under-16 or lower. 

(a) Any delivery, other than a slow paced one, which passes or would have passed on 
the full above waist height of the striker standing upright at the crease is deemed 
dangerous and unfair, whether or not is it likely to inflict physical injury on the striker. 

(b) A slow delivery that passes or would have passed on the full above shoulder height 
of the striker standing upright at the crease, is to be deemed dangerous and unfair, 
whether or not it is likely to inflict physical injury on the striker. 

(c) In the event of a bowler bowling a high full pitched ball as defined in (a) and (b) 
above (i.e. a beamer), the umpire at the bowler's end shall adopt the following 
procedure: 

(i) In the first instance the umpire shall call and signal No ball and when the ball is 
dead, caution the bowler and issue a first and final warning. The umpire shall 
inform the other umpire, captain of the fielding side and the batsman of what has 
occurred. 

(ii) At the first repetition call and signal No ball and when the ball is dead direct the 
captain of the fielding side to take the bowler off forthwith and to complete the 
over with another bowler, provided that the bowler does not bowl two overs or 
part thereof consecutively. 

(iii) Not allow the bowler, thus taken off, to bowl again in the same innings. 

(iv) At the first opportunity report the occurrence, with the other umpire, to the captain 
of the batting side and the Grade Cricket Coordinator, who shall refer the matter 
to the Commissioner to take any further action which is considered to be 
appropriate against the captain and the bowler concerned. (Refer also to Law 
42.1 Fair and Unfair Play - Responsibility of the Captains.) 

G35.3  Dangerous and Unfair Bowling  

Regardless of any action taken by the umpire as a result of a breach of Laws 42.6(a) and 
(b), 42.7 or 42.8 the following shall apply at any time during the match. 

The bowling of fast short pitched balls is unfair if the umpire at the bowler's end considers 
that by their repetition and taking into account their length, height and direction, they are 
likely to inflict physical injury on the Striker, irrespective of the protective clothing and 
equipment he/she may be wearing. The relative skill of the Striker shall also be taken into 
consideration. 

In the event of such unfair bowling, the umpire at the bowler's end shall adopt the following 
procedure: 

(a) In the first instance the umpire shall call and signal No ball, and when the ball is 
dead, caution the bowler and inform the other umpire, the captain of the fielding side 
and the batsmen of what has occurred. 

(b) If there is a second instance by the same bowler in that innings, he/she shall repeat 
the above procedure and indicate to the bowler that this is a final warning. 

(c) Both the above caution and final warning shall continue to apply even though the 
bowler may later change ends. 

(d) Should there be a further instance by the same bowler in that innings, the umpire at 
the bowler's end shall: 

(i) Call and signal No ball and when the ball is dead direct the captain to take the 
bowler off forthwith and to complete the over with another bowler, provided that 
the bowler does not bowl two overs or part thereof consecutively. See Law 22.8. 
(Bowler Incapacitated or Suspended during an Over). 

(ii) Not allow the bowler, thus taken off, to bowl again in the same innings. 

(iii) Report the occurrence to the captain of the batting side as soon as the players 
leave the field for an interval. 
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(iv) Report the occurrence to the Executive of the fielding side and to the Grade 
Cricket Coordinator, who shall refer the matter to Commissioner to take any 
further action which is considered to be appropriate against the captain and the 
bowler concerned. (Refer also to Law 42.1 Fair and Unfair Play - Responsibility of 
the Captains.) 

G35.4  The Bowling of Fast Short-Pitched Deliveries, Dangerous and Unfair Bowling, The 
Bowling of High Full Pitched Balls and Deliberate Bowling of High Full Pitched Balls  

Cumulative cautions and warnings will NOT apply and each different form of dangerous and 
unfair bowling will be treated separately in the caution and warning process as defined in 
clause G35.1, G35.2, G35.3 and G35.5 

G35.5  Deliberate bowling of high full pitched balls  

If the umpire considers that a high full pitch which is deemed dangerous and unfair as 
defined in clause G35.2(a) and (b), was deliberately bowled, then the caution and warning 
process shall be dispensed with. The umpire at the bowlerôs end shall: 

(a) Call and signal no ball. 

(b) When the ball is dead, direct the captain to take the bowler off forthwith. 

(c) Not allow the bowler to bowl again in that innings. 

(d) Complete the over with another bowler, provided that the bowler does not bowl two 
overs or part thereof consecutively. 

(e) At the first opportunity, the umpires will report the occurrence to the captain of the 
batting side and the Grade Cricket Coordinator, who shall refer the matter to the 
Commissioner to take any further action which is considered to be appropriate 
against the captain and the bowler concerned. (Refer also to Law 42.1 Fair and 
Unfair Play - Responsibility of the Captains.) 

G36.  Timewasting  (Law 42.9)   

Umpires shall be vigilant in ensuring that no time-wasting occurs during any period of play, 
and particularly in the last hour of play, regardless of whether minimum over objectives exist 
and/or are being achieved. Achievement of minimum over requirements does not make a 
team immune to time-wasting laws. 

Laws 42.9 and 42.10 shall apply.  In all cases where the Law requires a report to ñthe 
Governing Bodyò, umpires shall submit the report to the Grade Cricket Coordinator, who 
shall refer the matter to the Commissioner to take such action as is considered appropriate 
against the captain and team concerned. 

G37.  Batsman Stealing a Run (Law 42.16) 

The Clause 42.16 in the Laws of Cricket shall be deleted to remove the requirement for a 
report to be lodged (penalty runs still apply). 

G38.  Playersô Conduct (Law 42.18) 

All players shall be bound by the terms of the Cricket Australia Code of Behaviour, Cricket 
Australia Racial and Religious Vilification Code, Cricket Australia Anti-Harassment Policy 
and Cricket Australia Anti-Doping Policy. 

G39.  Helmets: Batsmen  

A batsman may call for a helmet to be brought out to him/her at any time.  He/she must then 
wear or carry it personally all the time while play is in progress, or can have it taken off the 
field at the fall of a wicket, or at the end of an over, or at any drinks interval. In all cases, no 
actions involving helmets are to waste playing time.  Umpires are not to hold helmets. 

G40.  Dress 

All players and umpires participating in matches arranged by the South Australian Cricket 
Association must be properly attired. 

G40.1  Playersô shirts, trousers (full length), socks, pullovers, hats and footwear must be white, 
except as approved by the Cricket Committee.  Cream clothing (shirt, pullovers, trousers and 
socks) shall be deemed white.  It is recommended that playerôs shirts be ñtucked inò at the 
waist at all times. 
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Note:  The wearing of shorts is not permitted except with the permission of the Cricket 
Committee. 

G40.2  Club or other motifs approved by the SACA may be worn on shirts, pullovers, helmets and 
hats. 

G40.3  In all matches in all Grades and Competitions played under these Bylaws, caps, if worn, 
must be the cap of the Club for which the player is participating. 

G40.4  Helmets must be white or the predominant colour of the Club cap for which the player is 
playing, and must not display State or other representative team logos.  If a Club does not 
have a clear predominant colour in the cap, it must nominate, for approval by the Cricket 
Committee, a single colour for all non-white helmets used by players of that Club.  

G40.5  Umpiresô shirts must be pale blue, pullovers, hats and footwear must be white, and trousers 
black, except as approved by the Cricket Committee. 

G40.6  Wicket-keeping gloves must comply with Law 40.2.   

G40.7  The wearing by players of boots or shoes with flat, rubber or multi-studded nipple soles 
(forward of the heel) is prohibited in A, B, C, D and XXXX Gold Cup matches. Only boots or 
shoes with metal sprigs (half or full sole) will be permitted. Shoes with both metal sprigs and 
rubber nipples on the front half of the shoe are permitted, provided the metal sprigs are 
longer than the nipples. 

The Cricket Committee may waive this requirement for individual players in extraordinary 
circumstances. 

G40.8  Players in A Grade and the XXXX Gold Cup shall wear the XXXX Gold Logo on the outside 
of the right hand sleeve of the shirt approximately 5cm. (two inches) from the top of the 
sleeve. 

G40.9  It is the responsibility of Clubs to ensure that the conditions of this Bylaw are strictly adhered 
to. Umpires must advise on their Match Report all breaches of this Bylaw (including Law 
40.2, Wicket-keeping Gloves), together with the names of offending players. All breaches of 
this Bylaw shall incur a fine of $50.00 for the Club for which the player participates, unless 
the Cricket Committee waives such fine in exceptional circumstances, on request from the 
Club involved. 

G41.  Hitting-up 

Teams are required to observe ground authority regulations and to exercise the utmost care 
and caution when engaging in practice and pre-match warm-up and ñhitting-upò activities so 
as to avoid the risk of injury to members of the public, damage to the centre wicket region 
and to perimeter fencing. 
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SECTION H - SPECIAL PLAYING CONDITIONS 

H1.  Womenôs Cricket 

H1.1  Wickets 

Matches may be played on wickets that are either turf or hardwicket 

H1.2  Naming of Teams 

Before tossing for choice of innings each captain must provide the opposing captain with a 
team list as in Bylaw G2. No players other than those named shall be allowed to play in the 
match, except with the consent of the opposing captain. The minimum number that 
constitutes a team is seven named players.  Any team not having a full team shall be 
permitted to ask opponents for up to two substitutes. 

H1.3  Hard Wicket ð Pitching Of Ball 

(a) In matches played on hard wickets, any ball pitching off, or on the edge of, the pitch 
must be deemed a Wide, and ñdeadò, even if the ball subsequently comes back 
towards or onto the pitch, and whether or not the batsman plays the ball or is 
otherwise out from that ball. One wide will be recorded, and no other runs or extras 
must be recorded. 

(b) In matches played with matting, any ball not pitching as described in the previous 
paragraph, but which pitches on a strap or hem on the matting, or between two 
pieces of the mat, shall be deemed ñdeadò, and must be re-`bowled.  No runs nor 
extras shall be recorded. 

H1.4  Dangerous Deliveries:  

(a) If a short-pitched ball passes, or would have passed, over the shoulder height of 
the striker standing upright, the umpire at the bowlerôs end must call and signal ñNo 
Ballò. 

Refer also to Bylaw G35  

(b) The caution, final warning and taking, off of the bowler shall be applied only when 
the umpire who calls the no-ball considers the delivery was dangerous to the 
batsman 

H1.5  The Ball  

In Womenôs matches, a Kookaburra two-piece ball (142 gm) approved by the umpires acting 
in the match shall be used. 

H1.6  Boundaries 

Boundaries must not be less than 46 metres from the centre of the pitch and no greater than 
55 metres from the centre of the pitch. (Ideally boundaries will be 55 metres from the centre 
of the pitch). Boundaries formed by obstructions on the field are to be mutually agreed by 
captains and the Umpires are to be notified.  The home team shall provide a means of 
measuring the boundary (measuring tape, etc. ï 55 metres long and at least sixteen plastic 
cone markers to mark the boundaries). 

H1.7  1-Day Matches 

In a 1-Day match no bowler may bowl more than 10 overs. In a match where the allotted 
overs for both teams is less than the quota of  overs, no bowler may bowl more than 1/4 of 
the allotted overs, except that when the number of overs is not divisible by 4, an additional 
over shall be allotted to the minimum number of bowlers necessary to make up the balance.  

For example, in a 40 over match reduced to a 30 over match, 2 bowlers may bowl a 
maximum of 8 overs and no other bowler may bowl more than 7 overs. 

H1.8  Limited Over Matches ï Womenôs A Grade 

When a first innings result has been reached, the match shall continue as a two-innings 
match (with the 50 over compulsory declaration, bowling and fielding restrictions still 
applying in all innings) and must continue until the scheduled conclusion of the match, 
unless both captains agree that no further result can be achieved, when play may be 
terminated, provided that: 
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(a) in the Minor Round matches this decision must not be made more than one hour 
before the scheduled conclusion of the match; 

H2.  Modified Rules for Womenôs C Grade 

The match may be played as a one or two innings match and the follow-on score is 50 runs 

1. The team batting first will have its 1st innings compulsorily declared at the tea interval. 

2. When the innings of the team batting first is compulsorily declared, the team batting 
second shall receive the same number of overs (and part thereof) as the team batting first, at 
which time the innings shall be compulsorily declared. 

3. When the innings of the team batting first is completed other than by compulsory 
declaration, the team batting second may bat until the scheduled completion of the match, 
provided they receive at least the same number of overs as the team batting first. 

H2.1  Teams 

(a) A team may consist of 11 or 12 named players. Eleven fieldsmen only may be on 
the field of play at any one time. Interchange of fieldsmen without restriction is 
permitted (provided no time is wasted) and there shall be no requirement for a 
bowler to be on the field for a certain length of time following an absence. 

(b) Only 11 players shall be permitted to bat in any innings. The captain is not required 
to nominate the player who will not bat in advance, and may make such decision at 
any time of her choosing 

H2.2  Boundaries 

The boundary shall be 45 metres. 

H2.3  Helmets and Fielding Restrictions: 

(a) The wearing of helmets by batters is strongly recommended. 

(b) No fieldsman may field within 10 metres of the batsman on strike, other than in an 
arc from the wicket-keeper to point. 

H2.4  The Over 

No bowler may bowl more than 8 balls in one over (maximum number of fair or unfair 
deliveries is 8). 

H2.5  Number of Bowlers 

No bowler shall bowl more than 8 overs in a day 

H2.6  Optional Retirement 

The batter must compulsorily retire when she reaches 50 runs, but may retire at any stage of 
her innings, to allow lower order batters to bat, unless there are no further batters to follow 
(including previously retired batters). The batter must retire upon reaching 50. Such batter 
shall be recorded as ñretired ï not outò. The batter may then resume her innings at the fall of 
the 2nd last wicket.  

H3.  Special Playing Conditions for Matches with Age Limitations of Under 17 
and Below 

BankSA Shield, U16, U14 Grades, Ray Sutton Shield. 

H3.1  . Teams 

(a) A team may consist of 11 or 12 named players. Eleven fieldsmen only may be on 
the field of play at any one time. Interchange of fieldsmen without restriction is 
permitted (provided no time is wasted) and there shall be no requirement for a 
bowler to be on the field for a certain length of time following an absence. 

(b) Only 11 players shall be permitted to bat in any innings. The captain is not required 
to nominate the player who will not bat in advance, and may make such decision at 
any time of his/her choosing 

H3.2  BankSA Shield [refer Bylaw D3.9] 

(a) Players must be under the age of 17 years as at 1st September of the current 
season. 
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(b) Any player currently playing for a Grade Club and living in common territory may 
elect to play for either the Country team, or his/her current Club. 

(c) The home team must provide drinks for both teams. 

(d) Rolling of the pitch between innings is not permitted 

(e) Penalties for slow over rates do not apply to the BankSA Shield competition 

(f) Scorers Returns 

(i) Each Club must provide its own book and scorer. The first named team on the 
programme shall be responsible for telephoning the scores of matches to the 
SACA as soon as possible after the close of play each day. (First names of 
players should be given and any items of interest passed on for publication).  If 
scores cannot be telephoned to the SACA by 5.00pm, the scores must be 
telephoned to both the SACA and The Advertiser. The Grade Cricket Coordinator 
shall specify the phone numbers to be used. 

(ii) Immediately after the completion of the competition matches, all teams competing 
must furnish to the SACA a return showing individual batting and bowling 
performances together with the number of matches played for all players taking 
part in the match  

(iii) Refer to Bylaw N2.2  for electronic lodgement of results.   

H3.3  U16 and U14 Competitions  [Bylaw D3.10] 

(a) Each player in the U16 and U14 Competitions must be under the age of 16 and 14 
respectively as at the 1st September of the current season 

(b) U16 and U14 matches may be played on either turf or hard wickets during the 
Minor Round, and shall be played on turf wickets in the Major Round.  Refer to 
Bylaw (c) for provisions regarding Hard Wickets. 

(c) Hard Wicket ð Pitching Of Ball 

(i) In matches played on hard wickets, any ball pitching off, or on the edge of, the 
pitch must be deemed a Wide, and ñdeadò, even if the ball subsequently comes 
back towards or onto the pitch, and whether or not the batsman plays the ball or 
is otherwise out from that ball. One Wide will be recorded, and no other runs or 
extras must be recorded. 

(ii) In matches played with matting, any ball not pitching as described in the previous 
paragraph, but which pitches on a strap or hem on the matting, or between two 
pieces of the mat, shall be deemed ñdeadò, and must be re-`bowled.  No runs nor 
extras shall be recorded. 

(iii) The umpire at the bowlerôs end must call ñDead Ballò promptly when required 
under this Bylaw 

(d) Helmets and Fielding Restrictions: 

(i) The wearing of helmets by batsmen is strongly recommended. 

(ii) No fieldsman may field within 10 metres of the batsman on strike, other than in an 
arc from the wicket-keeper to point, unless wearing a helmet with a face mask. 

(iii) In matches in which the age of players is limited to Under 14 or lower, no 
fieldsman may field within 10 metres of the batsman on strike except in an arc 
from the wicket-keeper to point.   

(iv) If a fieldsman takes up a position in contravention of this Bylaw, the umpire 
should inform the fieldsman and assist him/her to comply with the Bylaw. Should 
a fieldsman not comply with the umpireôs request, or move into a position which 
contravenes this Bylaw during the bowlerôs delivery run, the umpire must call and 
signal ñno ballò on delivery of the ball. 

H3.4  Dangerous Deliveries - Matches with Age limitations of Under 16 and below 

Note:  This is in addition to the Bylaw G35  

(a) If a short-pitched ball passes, or would have passed, over the shoulder height of 
the striker standing upright, the umpire at the bowlerôs end must call and signal ñNo 
Ballò. 
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(b) The caution, final warning and taking-off of the bowler (under either the short-
pitched or full-pitched restriction) shall be applied only when the umpire considers 
the delivery was dangerous to the batsman. 

H3.5  Under 14 Grade 

(a) Balls Permitted  - U14 Grades  

In U14 matches a Kookaburra two-piece ball (156 gm) approved by the umpires acting in 
the match shall be used. 

(b) Coaching ï U14 White 

During the first 3 rounds of each season, the coach of the fielding team may stand on the 
field, near the square-leg umpire and as directed by him/her and provide coaching to the 
fielding team, provided he/she does not delay the match in any way.  While performing 
this role, he/she may not also act as square-leg umpire should such be required. 

(c) Optional Retirement 

The batter may retire at any stage of his/her innings, to allow lower order batters to bat, 
unless there are no further batters to follow (including previously retired batters). Such 
batter shall be recorded as ñretired ï not outò. The batter may then resume his/her 
innings at the fall of the 2nd last wicket.   

H3.6  Ray Sutton Shield  

(a) Balls Permitted  - Ray Sutton Shield 

In Ray Sutton Shield matches a Kookaburra two-piece ball (142 gm) approved by the 
umpires acting in the match shall be used. 

(b) Qualifications:  [Bylaw D3.11] 

Players must be attending school at the Year 7 level or below in the current season and 
must be registered. under the provisions of Bylaw D3. 

(c) Optional Retirement 

The batter may retire at any stage of his/her innings, to allow lower order batters to bat, 
unless there are no further batters to follow (including previously retired batters). Such 
batter shall be recorded as ñretired ï not outò. The batter may then resume his/her 
innings at the fall of the 2nd last wicket.   

(d) Boundaries 

Where practical turf wickets shall be used and grounds must be provided by the first 
named team in each match.  Boundaries should be approximately 50 metres measured 
from the middle stump in a manner similar to the diagram in bylaw K4.3. 

When a match has been programmed on a turf wicket and this wicket becomes 
unavailable (wet weather, etc.) a back-up hard wicket should be used. 

(e) The match shall be decided on the 1st innings.  However each team shall bat until it 
has received its full quota of overs, unless dismissed beforehand (declarations are 
not permitted), even if a result has been achieved. 

(f) One reserve day shall be programmed for abandoned matches.    

(g) Use of Covers 

In Ray Sutton matches played on A or B Grade grounds, the Home Club shall have the 
option of using covers prior to, and throughout the match under the conditions of Bylaw 
G17.  
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SECTION I - PLAYING CONDITIONS - 2-DAY MATCHES 

Applies to A, B, C, D, U16R, U16W, U14R and U14W Grades  

I1.  Minor Round Match Programme 

Matches will be programmed as either 2-Day Matches, 1-Day Matches or as 1-Day Limited 
Over Matches, with a compulsory declaration applying to the first innings in all cases, and if 
the first day is abandoned, or the second day is abandoned under the SACA Heat Policy 
(Bylaw G18), any 2-Day Match becoming a 1-Day Limited Over Match (A and B Grade) or a 
1-Day Match (other Grades).

I3.1  Outside daylightïsaving period the hours shall be moved forward 30 minutes (i.e. all times 
below shall be 30 minutes earlier than shown below). 

I3.2  When a first innings result has been reached, the match must continue until the scheduled 
conclusion of the match, unless both captains agree that no further result can be achieved, 
when play may be terminated, provided that:

I4.  1st Day - Objective Overs in the day  

I4.1  If the innings of the team batting first has not terminated on the first day 

In the first innings, the team batting first shall, unless the innings is terminated beforehand, 
bat until it has received at least the objective number of overs on the first day at which time 
the innings shall be compulsorily declared and play shall cease for the day. If it has not 
received the objective number of overs at the scheduled conclusion of play, then play shall 
continue until the objective number of overs has been received.  If play is suspended due to 
an interruption after the scheduled completion of the days play, play shall cease for the day. 

I4.2  If the innings of the team batting first terminates on the first day 

Play will continue on that day until the scheduled conclusion of the dayôs play, at which time 
play shall cease for the day (at the end of the over in progress).  

I4.3  If more than 30 minutes is lost on first day when play has commenced on the first day. 

Provided that the team batting first has not completed its innings and when more than 30 
minutes playing time is lost due to pitch, ground, weather or light conditions prior to the 
scheduled completion of the dayôs play and more than 5 overs remain to be bowled to 
complete the objective, play shall cease for the day.  That team may continue its innings on 
the second day for half the difference between the number of completed overs so far 
received and the objective.  The innings shall be compulsorily declared at the completion of 
the over then in progress.  The team batting second shall be entitled to the same number of 
overs that the team batting first received. 

I4.4  If the innings of the team batting first is compulsorily declared 

The team batting second shall receive in its first innings (unless the innings is terminated 
beforehand) the same number of overs, as the team batting first received, at which time the 
innings shall be compulsorily declared. 

I4.5  If the first innings of the team batting first terminates other by than compulsory 
declaration 

The team batting second may bat until the scheduled completion of the match, provided that, 
on the second day, it is entitled (unless the innings is terminated beforehand) to receive at 
least the objective number of overs.  

2nd Day: 

I5.  2nd Day -Objective Overs in the day  

I5.1  When the innings of the team batting first is compulsorily declared, 

The team batting second shall receive in its first innings (unless the innings is terminated 
beforehand) the same number of overs, as the team batting first received, at which time the 
innings shall be compulsorily declared. 

I5.2  When the first innings of the team batting first terminates other by than compulsory 
declaration. 

(a) The team batting second may bat until the scheduled completion of the match, 
provided that, on the second day, it is entitled (unless the innings is terminated 
beforehand) to receive at least the objective number of overs.  

(b) For the purposes of this clause, if the innings of the team which batted first 
continues on the second day, the objective number of overs for the team batting 
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second shall be reduced by one for each over completed on the second day in that 
innings. 

(c) Play may continue or resume on the second day beyond the scheduled conclusion 
of play if necessary to enable the team batting second to receive the number of 
overs to which it is entitled, irrespective of whether a first innings result has been 
achieved. 

(d) If the team batting second has not concluded its first innings, nor has scored more 
runs than the team which batted first, and conditions prevent the team receiving on 
the second day the number of overs to which it is entitled under clause I5.1, the 
match shall be drawn. 

I5.3  When play continues into a second innings 

When play continues into a second innings, there shall be a requirement that the objective 
number of overs be bowled on the second day, and all completed overs bowled on the 
second day, whether in a first or second innings, shall contribute to this objective number of 
overs.  This objective number of overs shall be the original number of overs for each first 
innings in the match, with a reduction of one over for each full 3.5 minutes (3.65 minutes in A 
Grade matches) of playing time lost on the second day (including changes of innings, if 
these do not coincide with an interval). 

I5.4  Play may continue or resume on the second day beyond the scheduled conclusion of play if 
necessary to enable the minimum number of overs to be bowled on that day.     

I6.   Penalties for Slow Over Rates 

This Bylaw shall operate in all Minor Round matches in A, B, C, D, U16 and U14 Grades. 

I6.1  To avoid penalty points, overs must be completed at a specified rate in each match

I6.2  Calculating penalties

(b) The time used in the calculation shall be reduced by the total of: 

(i) 2 minutes for each wicket taken during the innings (other than a wicket which falls 
at the termination of the innings, whether this is by declaration or otherwise), and  

(ii) the total of all other stoppages due to exceptional circumstances which, in the 
opinion of the umpires, are beyond the control of the fielding team (refer to clause 
I6.4 below). 

Batsmen retiring hurt shall be dealt with under subclause (ii) if necessary, and shall not 
be considered a ñwicket takenò under subclause (i). 

I6.3  If the match terminates due to pitch, ground, weather or light conditions during the first 
innings of either team prior to the expiration of the quota time, no penalty points will apply for 
that innings. 
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I6.4  The umpires must, throughout each innings, keep a record of all time lost under this Bylaw, 
including unfair or unnecessary time wasted by the batting team. 

Time lost due to drink breaks, minor injuries, stump or ball replacements (unless excessive), 
and other short interruptions of a nature frequently experienced shall not be considered 
ñexceptional circumstancesò. On days of extreme heat additional drinks break shall be 
considered ñexceptional circumstancesò. 

I6.5  The umpires must notify the captains and scorers of all penalties following the completion of 
each innings.  

I6.6  The umpires shall be the sole judges of all aspects of this Bylaw, and their decision shall be 
final except for any alleged error of calculation under this Bylaw, which allegation may be 
lodged by either Club involved in the match, and which must be lodged with the Grade 
Cricket Coordinator not later than 72 hours after the completion of such match (or 48 hours 
after the last match of the minor round). 

The Grade Cricket Coordinator must immediately refer all such alleged errors to the Bylaws 
Committee, which, after obtaining details of time and overs from the umpires in the match, 
has the power to correct any errors which may be established to the satisfaction of the 
Bylaws Committee. 

I6.7  Penalties shall not apply in a match where there is not at least one SACA appointed 
Umpire throughout.

(b) the total of all time lost due to stoppages due to exceptional circumstances which, 
in the opinion of the umpires, are beyond the control of the fielding team (refer to 
clause J4.7 below). 

Batsmen retiring hurt shall be dealt with under subclause (ii) if necessary, and shall not 
be considered a ñwicket takenò under subclause (i). 

J4.7  The umpires must, throughout each innings, keep a record of all time lost under this Bylaw, 
including unfair or unnecessary time wasted by the batting team.

(h) The umpires shall be the sole judges of all aspects of this Bylaw, and their decision 
shall be final except for any alleged error of calculation under this Bylaw, which 
allegation may be lodged by either Club involved in the match, and which must be 
lodged with the Grade Cricket Coordinator not later than 72 hours after the 
completion of such match (or 48 hours after the last match of the minor round). 

(i) The Grade Cricket Coordinator must immediately refer all such alleged errors to the 
Bylaws Committee, which, after obtaining details of time and overs from the umpires 
in the match, has the power to correct any errors which may be established to the 
satisfaction of the Bylaws Committee. 

(j) Penalties shall not apply in a match where there is not at least one SACA 
appointed Umpire throughout 
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K4.3  Field Restrictions  

On grounds where the fielding restricted area has not been marked, e.g. where the first day 
may have been abandoned, the first named team (home team), shall provide a means of 
measuring the restricted area (measuring tape, etc) and mark the restricted area with either 
a spray can or markers by placing markers approximately 10 metres apart as per the 
diagram in (a) below. 

(a) At the instant of delivery, there may be no more than five fieldsmen on the leg side. 

(b) In addition to the restriction contained in (a) above, further fielding restrictions shall 
apply to certain overs in each innings.  The nature of such fielding restrictions and 
the overs during which they shall apply (hereinafter referred to as the Powerplay 
Overs) are set out below. 

(c) The following fielding restrictions shall apply: 

(i) Two semi-circles are drawn on the field of play. The semi-circles have as their 
centres the middle stump at either end of the pitch.  The radius of each of the 

semi-circles is 30 
yards (27.5 
metres). The ends 
of each semi-circle 
are joined to the 
other by a straight 
line drawn on the 
field on the same 
side of the pitch (to 
complete an oval 
shape) ïSee 

Appendix 1. During the first block of Powerplay Overs (as set out below), only two 
fieldsmen shall be permitted outside this fielding restriction area at the instant of 
delivery, and during the second and third Powerplay blocks only three fieldsmen 
shall be permitted outside the fielding restriction area at the instant of delivery.   

(d) In the first block of Powerplay Overs (block of 10 overs in an uninterrupted match) 
there must be two stationary fieldsmen within 15 yards (13.72 m) of the centre point 
of the popping crease at the strikerôs end at the instant of delivery.  When a fast 
bowler is bowling, the two stationary fieldsmen may be permitted to stand deeper 
than 15 yards provided only that they are standing in slip, leg slip and gully 
positions. 

(e) During the non Powerplay Overs, no more than 5 fieldsmen shall be permitted 
outside the fielding restriction area referred to in clause K4.3(c) above. 

(f) In the event of an infringement of any of the above fielding restrictions, either 
umpire shall call and signal óNo Ballô. 

(g) Powerplay Overs are to be taken as outlined in (h) below: 

(i) The first block of Powerplay Overs (block of 10 overs for an uninterrupted match) 
shall be at the commencement of the innings. 

(ii) For the remaining second and third block of Powerplay Overs (blocks of 5 overs 
for an uninterrupted match), one block shall be taken at the discretion of the 
fielding captain (FC) and the other at the discretion of the batting captain (BC). If 
an uneven number of overs are required for each block of Powerplay Overs, the 
fielding captain shall have the greater number.  Once a side has nominated a 
Powerplay, the decision cannot be changed. The umpire who will stand at the 
bowlerôs end for the commencement of a block shall determine which side first 
made the request for the block.  It shall be the onus of the captain to inform the 
umpires of their intention to take a Powerplay. The umpires shall not ask or 
remind either captain regarding their option to take a Powerplay (except as 
required in K4.3(g)(iii)). If in the opinion of the umpires neither captain has 
advised them of their intention to take a Powerplay it will be assumed that no 
Powerplay is in effect. 
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(iii) Should either captain choose not to exercise this discretion, the remaining blocks 
of Powerplay Overs will automatically commence at the latest available point in 
the innings (i.e. in an uninterrupted innings, at the start of the 41st and the 46th 
overs). 

(h) In circumstances when the number of overs of the batting team is reduced, the 
number of Powerplay Overs shall be reduced in accordance with the table below. 
For the sake of clarity, it should be noted that the table shall apply to both the 1st 
and 2nd innings of the match.

(i) Where, in an interrupted innings, on resumption the recalculated number of 

Powerplay Overs (as set out above) is no longer achievable, the actual number of 
Powerplay Overs for that innings will be the closest achievable whole number 
(subject to observing K4.3(j) below). 

(j) Each block of Powerplay Overs must commence at the start of an over. 

(k) If an innings is interrupted during an over, the status of that over (that is whether it 
is a Powerplay Over or not) must be retained when the over is completed.  If play is 
interrupted during the first or second block of Powerplay Overs and on resumption 
the overs required to be bowled in that Powerplay have already been exceeded, 
then subsequent block of Powerplay Overs will assume to have been taken 
consecutively up to that point.  If play is interrupted during a Powerplay and on 
resumption the total number of Powerplay overs has already been exceeded, then 
the fielding restrictions will be lifted immediately. Note that this is the only 
circumstance under which the Powerplay status can be changed during an over.  If 
following any interruption, it is found on resumption that the recalculated number of 
Powerplay overs remaining exceeds the number of overs to be bowled in the 
innings, then the Powerplay(s) will commence at the start of the next over. 

(l) At the commencement of each discretionary block of Powerplay Overs, the umpire 
shall signal such commencement to the scorers by rotating his/her arm in a large 
circle. If the batting side has chosen the Powerplay the umpire shall signal this to 
the scorers by tapping his/her hands above his/her head after the signal. The 
umpire shall also indicate to fielding captain before any signal is made that the 
batting side has chosen the Powerplay. 

K4.4  No Ball 

(a) Free Hit after a Foot Fault No ball 

The delivery following a No ball called for a foot fault (Law 24.5) shall be a free hit for 
whichever batsman is facing it.  If the delivery for the free hit is not a legitimate delivery 
(any kind of No ball or Wide), then the next delivery will become the free hit for whichever 
batsman is facing it. 

For any free hit, the striker can only be dismissed under the circumstances that apply for 
a No ball even if the delivery for the free hit is called a Wide.  Changes to fielding 
positions are only permitted if a different batsman is on strike for the free hit delivery. 
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The umpire will indicate the free hit delivery by crossing and re-crossing his/her wrists above 
the head. 

(b) Short Pitched Deliveries 

Note! Not applicable to Womenôs A Grade (Bylaw H1.4) and Under 16 Grades 
(Bylaw H3.4). 

(i) A bowler shall be allowed to bowl one fast short-pitched ball per over. 

(ii) A fast short-pitched ball is defined as a ball which, after pitching, passes or would 
have passed above shoulder height of the batsman standing upright in his/her 
normal guard position at the crease, but not clearly above his/her head. 

(iii) The umpire at the bowlerôs end shall advise the bowler and the batsman on strike 
when one fast short pitched delivery has been bowled. 

(iv) In addition, for the purpose of this regulation, a ball that passes clearly above 
head height of the batsman, other than a fast short pitched ball as defined above, 
that prevents him/her from being able to hit it with his/her bat by means of a 
normal cricket stroke shall be called Wide and will also count as the one allowable 
ball above shoulder height for that over. 

(v) In the event of a bowler bowling more than one fast short pitched delivery in an 
over as defined above, the umpire at the bowlerôs end shall call and signal No ball 
on each occasion.  A distinguishing signal shall be used to signify a No ball from a 
fast short pitched delivery: the umpire shall call and signal No ball and then tap 
the head with the other hand.  In addition, when the ball is dead, the umpire shall 
caution the bowler, inform the captain of the fielding side, the batsmen at the 
wicket and the other umpire of what has occurred.  This caution shall apply 
throughout the innings. 

(vi) If there is a second instance of the bowler being no balled for bowling more than 
one fast short pitched delivery in an over, the umpire shall repeat the procedure 
above and advise the bowler that this is his/her final warning. 

(vii) Should there be any further instance by the same bowler in that innings, the 
umpire shall call and signal No ball and when the ball is dead, direct the captain 
to take the bowler off forthwith.  If necessary the over shall be completed by 
another bowler, who shall neither have bowled the previous over or part thereof 
nor be allowed to bowl the next over or part thereof. 

(viii) The umpires will then report the matter to the Grade Cricket Coordinator who 
shall refer the matter to the Commissioner to take whatever action is considered 
appropriate against the captain and bowler concerned. 

(ix) This regulation is not a substitute for any other Laws or Bylaws re Dangerous and 
Unfair Bowling that umpires may apply at any time. 

K4.5  Judging Wide Deliveries 

(a) Umpires are instructed to apply a very strict and consistent interpretation to this 
Law in order to prevent negative bowling wide of the wicket. 

(b) Any offside or legside delivery which, in the opinion of the umpire, does not give the 
batsman a reasonable opportunity to score shall be called a wide. 

(c) As a guide, on the leg side a ball landing clearly outside the leg stump, and going 
further away, should be called a wide. 

(d) The above provisions do not apply if the striker makes contact with the ball. 
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SECTION L ï TWENTY/20 MATCHES 

L1.  Duration 

The match will consist of one innings per side, each innings being limited to a maximum of 
20 overs. 
A minimum of 5 overs per team shall constitute a match. 

L2.  Hours of Play and Intervals 

All Grades. 

The Program Committee shall determine the start time for all matches using the following 
criteria: 
Session 1  75 minutes 
Interval   10 minutes 
Session 2  75 minutes 

L2.1  Interval Between Innings 

If the innings of the team batting first is completed prior to the scheduled time for the interval, 
the interval shall take place immediately and the Innings of the team batting second will 
commence correspondingly earlier. 

L2.2  Intervals for Drinks 

No drinks intervals are permitted. 

L2.3  Extra Time 

No extra time shall be permitted to make up for any time lost unless in the opinion of the 
umpires, both teams will be able to safely complete the quota of overs. 

L3.  Length of Innings 

L3.1  In uninterrupted match (i.e. The match is neither delayed nor interrupted): 

(a) Each team shall bat for 20 overs unless all out earlier. 

(b) If the team fielding first fails to bowl the required number of overs by the scheduled 
time for the cessation of the first innings, play shall continue until the required 
number of overs has been bowled and SACA Bylaw K4.2 (addition of 6 runs) shall 
apply. 

(c) If the team batting first is dismissed in less than 20 overs, the team batting second 
shall be entitled to bat for 20 overs. 

(d) If the team fielding second fails to bowl 20 overs by the scheduled time for the 
cessation of the second innings, the hours of play for the match shall, subject to 
conditions of ground, weather and light, be extended until the required number of 
overs has been bowled or a result has been achieved and Bylaw K4.2 shall apply. 

L3.2  In Delayed or Interrupted Match: 

(a) Delay or interruptions to the innings of the team batting first. 

(i) When playing time has been lost (see above) the revised number of further overs 
to be bowled in the match shall be based on a rate of 3.75 mins per over in the 
total remaining time available for play. 

Should calculations regarding numbers of overs result in a fraction of an over, the 
fraction shall be ignored. In the event of a suspension occurring in the middle of an 
over, the number of total overs to be bowled in the match will be calculated as if 
the over in progress at the time of the interruption had been completed. The 
innings of the team batting first will continue from the point of the interruption. 
The revision of the number of overs should ensure, whenever possible, that both 
teams have the opportunity to bat for the same number of overs. (Where this is 
possible, if the total number of overs in the match thereby calculated results in an 
odd number of total overs in the match, then one over shall be added and the new 
total divided in half). 

(ii) The team batting second shall not bat for a greater number of overs than the first 
team unless the latter completed its innings in less than its allocated overs. 

To constitute a match, a minimum of 5 overs has to be bowled to the side batting 
second, subject to the innings not being completed earlier. 
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A fixed time will be specified for the commencement of the interval, and also the 
close of play for the match, by applying a rate of 3.75 mins per over in respect of 
each over already bowled and/or scheduled to be bowled in each innings. All 
relative delays, interruptions in play, and the duration of the interval will be taken 
into account. 
If this calculation produces a close of play time that is earlier than the original time 
for cessation of play on the  scheduled day for play, then one additional over 
should be allocated to each team, with the interval and close of play times being 
recalculated accordingly. 
If there is more than one interruption to the innings of the side batting first, the 
above calculations should always be based on the original scheduled close of 
play, rather than the rescheduled close resulting from the previous interruption. 

(iii) If the team fielding first fails to bowl the revised number of overs by the specified 
time, play shall continue subject to conditions of ground, weather and light until 
the required number of overs has been bowled or the innings is completed, and 
SACA Bylaw K4.2 shall apply. In all reduced overs matches both teams will be 
given one over's leeway in addition to any time that the Umpires might allow for 
stoppages. Allowances prior to a stoppage are carried forward for the purposes of 
the application of SACA Bylaw K4.2 only - they do not influence the recalculated 
number of overs or the scheduled close of either innings. 

(b) Delay or interruptions to the innings of the team batting second 

(i) When playing time has been lost (see above) and, as a result, it is not possible for 
the team batting second to have the opportunity of receiving its allocated, or 
revised allocation of overs in the playing time available, the number of overs shall 
be reduced at a rate of 3.75 mins per over in respect of the aggregated lost 
playing time. However, should the innings of the team batting first have been 
completed prior to the scheduled, or rescheduled time for the commencement of 
the interval, then any calculation relating to the revision of overs shall not be 
effective until an amount of time equivalent to that by which the second innings 
started early has elapsed. 

Should the calculations result in a fraction of an over the fraction shall be ignored. 
In the event of a suspension occurring in the middle of an over, the number of total 
overs lost will be calculated as above and the innings of the team batting second 
will continue from the point of the interruption. 

(ii) A rescheduled time for the close of play will be fixed by applying a rate of 3.75 
minutes per over in respect of each over already bowled and/or re-scheduled to 
be bowled in the innings. (The timing and duration of all relative delays and 
interruptions in play with respect to the second innings will be taken into account 
in specifying this time.) This calculation must not cause the match to finish earlier 
than the original time for cessation of play on the final scheduled day for play. If 
required the original time shall be extended to allow for one extra over for the 
team batting second. 

To constitute a match, a minimum of 5 overs have to be bowled to the team batting 
second subject to the innings not being completed earlier. The team batting 
second shall not bat for a greater number of overs than the first team unless the 
latter completed its innings in less than its allocated overs. 

(iii) If the team fielding second fails to bowl the revised overs by the scheduled or re-
scheduled close of play, the hours of play shall be extended subject to conditions 
of ground, weather and light until the overs have been bowled or a result 
achieved, and SACA Bylaw K4.2 shall apply. In all reduced overs matches the 
fielding team will be given one overs leeway in addition to any time that the 
Umpires might allow for stoppages. Allowances prior to a stoppage are carried 
forward for the purposes of the application of SACA Bylaw K4.2 only - they do not 
influence the recalculated number of overs or the scheduled close of play. 

(iv) Should the team batting first receive its full quota of overs and due to 
interruptions, the innings of the second team is reduced (but still at least 5 overs), 
the score required to tie the match will be calculated as follows:- 
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(Score of team batting first) X (the quota of overs allotted to the team batting 
second divided by the quota of overs allotted to the team batting first) = runs 
required to tie the match.  In the event of a fraction, all numbers are rounded up. 

L4.  The Ball 

(a) A Grade 

Kookaburra 4 piece white coloured ball shall be used. 
(b) Other Grades   

The ball normally used in the Grade Competition shall be used, unless otherwise 
determined by the Grade Cricket Coordinator.  

L5.  Restrictions on the Placement of Fieldsmen 

L5.1  At the instant of delivery there shall not be more than five fieldsmen on the leg side. 

L5.2  For the first 6 overs only of each innings, only two fieldsmen are permitted to be outside the 
fielding restriction circle. 

L5.3  For the remaining overs of each innings only five fieldsmen are permitted to be outside the 
fielding circle at the moment of delivery. 

L5.4  There shall be no requirement for stationary fielders. 

L5.5  Team Batting First 

In circumstances where the number of overs for the team batting first is reduced, the number 
of overs in regard to the restrictions in L5.2 shall be reduced proportionately in the ratio of 
6:20 (30%) in accordance with the table below for that innings only. 

Fractions are to be ignored in all calculations re the number of overs. (If on resumption the 
number of overs for fielding restrictions has already been exceeded this should take effect 
immediately)

L5.6  Team Batting Second 

Where the number of overs for the team batting second is reduced the aim will be to 
maintain the restrictions in L5.2 for the same proportion of the second innings that they were 
maintained for the first innings (fractions to be ignored). 

L5.7  Number of Overs Per Bowler 

No bowler may bowl more than four overs, however in a delayed start or interrupted match, 
where the overs are reduced for both sides or for the side bowling second, no bowler may 
bowl more than one-fifth of the total overs allowed (unless such a number has been 
exceeded before the interruption), except that where the total overs are not divisible by five, 
an additional over shall be allowed to the minimum number of bowlers necessary to make up 
the balance. - e.g. after 8 overs, rain interrupts play and the innings is reduced to 12 overs. 
Both opening bowlers have bowled 4 overs. Two bowlers can bowl 3 overs and three 
bowlers can bowl 2. Bowlers 1 and 2 have already exceeded this limit. They count as the 
two bowlers who were allowed the extra over (3 as opposed to 2) and so any other bowlers 
are limited to 2 overs.  

When an interruption occurs mid-over and on resumption the bowler has exceeded the new 
maximum allocation, he/she will be allowed to finish the uncompleted over. 

In the event of a bowler breaking down and being unable to complete an over, the 
remaining balls will be bowled by another bowler. Such part of an over will count as a full 
over only in so far as each bowler's limit is concerned. 
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L5.8  Bowling Procedure 

Overs are to be bowled in 5 over blocks alternating between ends (ie overs 1 to 5 are 
bowled from one end, then overs 6 to 10 from the other end etc).   At the end of each over, 
only the two batsman and two umpires change ends.   Apart from normal field position 
changes, the fieldsman only change after each 5 over block.  At the end of each 5 over 
block, the batsman and umpires remain at the same end. 

L5.9  Law 24.12 - No Ball - Penalty 

Free Hit after a Foot Fault No Ball 
The delivery following a no ball called for a foot fault (Law 24.5) shall be a free hit for 
whichever batsman is facing it. If the delivery for the free hit is not a legitimate delivery (any 
kind of no ball or a wide ball), then the next delivery will become a free hit for whichever 
batsman is facing it.   

For any free hit, the striker can be dismissed only under the circumstances that apply for a 
no ball, even if the delivery for the free hit is called wide ball.  Changes to fielding positions 
are only permitted if a different batsman is on strike for the free hit delivery. 

The bowlersô end umpire will signal a free hit by (after the normal No Ball signal) extending 
one arm straight upwards and moving it in a circular motion. 

L5.10  Law 31 - Timed Out 

Law 31 will apply except that the incoming batsman must be in position to take guard or for 
his/her partner to be ready to receive the next ball within 1 minute 30 seconds of the fall of 
the previous wicket. The incoming batsman is expected to be ready to make his/her way to 
the wicket immediately a wicket falls, and is expected to jog to the wicket. 

L5.11  Over-Rate Penalties 

Each side is expected to have completed their 20th over within 75 minutes playing time. In 
the event of them failing to do so, the full quota of overs will be completed, and the batting 
side will be credited with 6 runs for each over or part thereof that has not been bowled. This 
will apply to both innings of the match. If the side batting second is credited with runs in this 
way and this consequently takes their score past that of the side batting first then the match 
shall be deemed to be won by the side batting second. All penalties in this regard will be 
imposed immediately the ball first becomes dead after the scheduled or re-scheduled 
cessation time for the innings. 

If the innings is terminated before the scheduled or rescheduled cut-off time, no over-rate 
penalty shall apply. If the innings is interrupted, the over-rate penalty will apply based on the 
re-scheduled cessation time for that innings The Umpire shall inform the fielding team 
Captain when taking the field for the first time and on every subsequent occasion if play is 
interrupted by the weather, the scheduled cessation time for that innings. The Umpire at the 
bowler's end will inform the fielding Captain, the batsman and his/her fellow Umpire of any 
time allowances as and when they arise. (This matter will not be subject to retrospective 
negotiation). In addition, in all reduced overs matches, the fielding team will be given one 
overôs leeway. 

L5.12  Over-rate penalties apply only to innings of 10 overs or more duration. In innings of less than 
10 overs duration, Umpires shall apply the penalty run Laws for time wasting especially 
strictly. This is the only penalty for a slow over-rate. 

L5.13  Tied and Drawn matches 

In all matches in which the scores are equal (ie. Either the number of runs scored or as a 
result of a draw or tie) the result shall be determined through a tie-breaker ñBowl-outò.  The 
ñBowl outò shall occur as follows: 

(a) Subject to weather conditions the bowl out will take place on the scheduled day of 
the match at a time to be determined by the umpires.  In normal circumstances the 
bowl out shall commence 15 minutes after the conclusion of the match. 

(b) The bowl out will take place on the pitch allocated for the match (the designated 
pitch) unless otherwise determined by the umpires in consultation with the ground 
authority. 

(c) A full set of stumps, including the bail, will be pitched at both ends of the designated 
pitch. 
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(d) The bowlers will all bowl from the same end to be determined by the umpires. 

(e) The umpires shall select the ball (not a new one) and both sides will use it.  If this 
ball becomes wet, the umpires shall replace it with one that has similar wear. 

(f) 5 minutes prior to the start of the bowl out, the captains shall toss a coin for the 
right to decide which team bowls first or second in the bowl out.  The umpires shall 
supervise the toss in the normal manner. 

(g) The captains shall nominate their five bowlers in writing to the Umpires prior to the 
toss.  Such bowlers must be from the 11 nominated players for that match.  The 
wicket keeper may be one of the nominated bowlers in which case one of the 
players not nominated as a bowler in the bowl out shall perform the wicket keeping 
responsibilities during the bowl out. 

(h) Following the toss the nominated bowlers (and, if the captain is not one of the 
bowlers, the captain), the wicket keepers and the coaches from each side will take 
up a position on the field at mid wicket/extra cover outside the 30 m circle.  The 
remainder of the players and team officials shall be required to remain beyond the 
boundary. 

(i) The on-field umpires shall take up their normal positions at the bowlerôs end and at 
square leg respectively. 

(j) The nominated bowlers shall each bowl a delivery making a total of 10 deliveries (5 
from each team).  The deliveries are taken alternatively by the teams.  The bowlers 
must bowl in the same sequence as the list of players nominated and 
communicated by the tem captains to the umpires prior to the toss for the bowl out.  
The team with the most hits after five deliveries each shall be declared the winner. 

(k) If, after both teams have bowled 5 deliveries, both have scored the same number of 
hits on the wicket, or have not scored any hits, a second series of deliveries must be 
started with the same players, subject to injury (see below), and shall continue until 
one team has scored a hit more than the other from the same number of deliveries.  
That team shall be declared the winner.  The sequence of bowler need not be the 
same as in the previous series and the captain shall have the freedom of choice at 
the time of each delivery as to which of the nominated bowlers shall bowl.  In the 
second series, all 5 nominated bowler shall bowl a delivery before any of them are 
eligible to bowl a further delivery. 

(l) If any of the nominated bowlers is injured during the bowl out (at any time after the 
toss has been taken) the injured bowler may be replaced by another player who was 
a member of the 11 players nominated for the match.  For the sake of clarity, the 
replacement player may not be one of the other nominated bowlers. 

(m) The umpires will be responsible for making sure only the nominated bowlers 
actually bowl, that the correct sequence is followed and that no bowler bowls more 
than once until permitted to do so. 

(n) The wicket keeper will not be permitted to stand up to the stumps. 

(o) The teams shall be entitled to a warm up period prior to the toss for the bowl out.  
Players shall be entitled to measure and practice their run up during this warm up 
period provided no player shall be entitled to bowl any delivery on the square itself.  
Once the toss has taken place no further practice deliveries, measurement or 
practice of run up shall be allowed (whether on the square or outfield). 

(p) The umpires will be responsible for officially recording the number of ñhitsò on the 
wicket (bowled down as per law 28.1). 

(q) Law 24 shall apply.  In the case of an infringement shall call and signal ñno ballò and 
the delivery shall be considered a miss and will not be retaken.  A hit achieved with 
a ñfairò delivery shall be signalled by the bowling end umpire in the manner of an out 
dismissal. 

(r) The umpiresô decision shall be final as to the fairness of the delivery and the result 
of the bowl out.  
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ñBowl-outò not possible 

(s) In minor round matches, if the minimum number of overs have been bowled to 
constitute a match (5 overs per team) and circumstances make a ñBowl-outò 
impossible the match shall be declared a Tie.
